
DeGolyer Library Acquisitions, 2002-2003 
A Selective Checklist 

 

The following checklist, arranged topically, is designed to highlight recent acquisitions, to 
suggest possible areas of research, and to serve as a chronicle of our collecting activity at the 
DeGolyer Library.  While not comprehensive (reference books and secondary works are 
generally not included), the checklist does attempt to include a representative sample of some of 
the more important historical acquisitions within the fiscal year.

[Afro-Americana] Heroines of Jericho. Texas Chapter. Proceedings of the Fifty-Second Annual 
Communication of the Grand High Court Heroines of Jericho Jurisdiction of Texas held in Masonic Mosque 
June 23-26, 1936. [Ft. Worth? 1936?] 237pp. 
In addition to the activities of the annual meeting, includes a town-by-town roster of all 
members of the Heroines of Jericho, a benevolent society affiliated with the freemasons. 
Over 2,000 African-American women were enrolled in Texas in 1936. Mrs. J.C. Hester of 
Houston served as Grand Matron. An important source for women’s history and African-
American history.

A clear statement of the supposed religious underpinnings of Negro slavery and a purported 
rebuttal of “the abolition heresy.” The author claims to “unlock the mystery which has so 
long enveloped the origin of this sable race.” He finds that “Negroes are not the children of 
Adam; their status by Creation is that of subjects. Negro Slavery was instituted by Divine 
Authority at the Creation of Man. Adam was created for Dominion, and the Negro was 
made his Slave Subject, in the Garden of Eden.” Work 577.

Includes a number of addresses, such as Prof. A. F. Goddard on “Rain Phenomena of 
Sacramento Valley,” C. H. Street on “The Fertile Lands of California,” and James Budd on 
irrigation (“To an agricultural community water is the one great need: accompanying it we 
find bounteous crops and prosperity; with it vegetation dies.”)

Annual Meeting … held in Merrelltown Grange Hall, Travis Co., August 22, 23 & 24, ‘83. And By-

shareholders in Texas. 
 
[Agriculture] Union Agricultural Society. Rules, Regulations, and List of Premiums of the Union

 Original printed wrappers with wrapper title [as issued], rear wrap an advertisement for 
a local insurance and real estate agent [with a cut of a building]. Slip laid in correcting some 
statistical data. With a history of Wheatland, Iowa; officers and constituent documents of the 



Society; premium list; and a profusion of full-page advertisements, some illustrated, from area 
retailers and merchants.

In addition to agricultural advice, this handbook includes essays on the water power of 
Western Texas, homes on the Texas prairies, the coast region, the advantages of 
“colonization,” lists of post offices, descriptions of cities, a list of practicing attorneys, and 
descriptions of “leading business houses” in Galveston and Houston. Raines 35.

District, in his race for Circuit and County Court Clerk of Carroll County, Arkansas. “Owing 
to my official duties and bad health I have been, and will be, unable to visit you all 



personally, as I desire; therefore, I take this method of informing you that I am a candidate 
for the office of Circuit and County Court Clerk of Carroll County.” Lists his qualifications, 
his affiliation with the Democratic Party, proclaims his honesty, and entreats voters not to 
believe any bad rumors about him.

Auction of over 100 pieces of property located throughout the city, once owned by Jacob C. 
Beideman (d. 1865)--neighborhoods include the Tenderloin area of downtown and along 
Van Ness Ave., Western Addition, Hayes Valley. Illustrated through with 55 small block 
maps. “One of the largest of early estates in San Francisco”--Cowan PP. 175-77 
 
[Banks & Banking] Beatrice National Bank. Twenty-five Years of… (Lincoln: Designed, 
engraved, printed by State Journal Co.), [1908]. [36] pp + decorative wrappers. 
Attractively produced booklet on this regional bank, with 11 pages of history of the Bank 
and descriptions of its various departments and services and its financial position--followed 
by 21 pages of illustrations from photos of schools, public buildings, industrial buildings, 
store fronts, street scenes. More of a viewbook of the town than a history of the Bank--
although the commercial vitality of Beatrice, as seen by the many buildings, could be 
attributed to the assistance of the Bank.

Challis was the daughter of one of four remaining original church members. 
 
18pp., folding 
leaf, advertisement leaf. 
A Baptist publication issued in the Indian Territory in 1896, giving minutes of the meeting of 
the Baptist churches, with a folding table of the churches, pastors, members, etc. 
 
[Baptists] Minutes of the Second Annual Session of the Texas Baptist Sunday School and Colportage 
Convention, Held with Calvert Baptist Church, July 12th, 13th, and 14th, 1878. Navasota: Tablet Book 
and Job Office, 1878. 8pp. No other copies recorded. The earliest Navasota imprint held by 
DeG, and one of the earliest non-serial imprints known for this town. Ck. Baptist

An uncommon Gonzales imprint.

Dakota Baptist Association, Held with the Baptist Church, Swan Lake, September 15-16, 1875. 
Vermillion, Dakota: Owens & Smith, Semi-Weekly Register, 1875. 8pp. 
Interestingly there is no mention of any mission to the Indian population; however, bringing 
the “word” to the “heathen” is mentioned, and might be construed as an effort at converting 
the local tribes. Allen 114.

Real estate belonging to the estate of Mat Key, deceased, to be offered for sale at the 
Camden city court house.

[Broadsides] Commissioner’s Sale! Texarkana, Ark.: Independent Print, 1886. 1 sheet. 
Six town lots to be auctioned at the Miller County Courthouse in settlement of lawsuit 
between Joseph Marx, plaintiff, vs. G.P. Tipton and R. Moore, defendants. This is the 
earliest Texarkana imprint held by DeGolyer, whether east or west of the state line. The 
Texarkana Independent was published by E.A. Warren, 1884-1890. The Texarkana Democrat was 
the first newspaper in town, 1875-1884. 
 
[Broadsides] Final Grand Rally to Secure Deep Water at Aransas Pass. [Rockport, Tex.?] 1893. 
Signed in type by T.B. Wheeler, J.C. Fulton, Sam H. Smith, C.W. Booth. 
 
[Broadsides] The New and Entirely Original Cantata, James S. Hogg, as rendered in the Belton Opera 
House on Saturday evening, November 12, 1892, by the Jubilee Singers of the Colored Contingent who so 
gallantly rallied to the support of Gov. Hogg…. Belton, Tex.: Belton Reporter, 1892. 
This derogatory and jeering broadside was produced by frustrated Republicans in Belton 
who had lost the gubernatorial race the Democrat Hogg, mainly because of his ability to 
draw the Black vote away from Republicans. See Handbook of Texas I, 822. 
 
[Broadsides] St. Vincent’s Young Ladies Academy. Tuesday, May 1st, 1866. Programme. Cape 
Girardeau, Mo.: Argus Print, 1866. 1 sheet. We can find no other records for this school for 
young women; nor can we find any mention of the Argus in standard references. As chance 
would have it, one of the young women who performed in the school program, Cora 
Waters, is the great grandmother of the administrative assistant at DeGolyer, Betty Friedrich. 
Small world! (Miss Cora Waters sang “Wearing of the Green,” incidentally, to great applause, 
we are sure.) 
 
[Broadsides] Sam. F. Moseley & Co., Attorneys at Law, General Land, Immigration and Collecting 
Agents, Jefferson, Texas. The Commercial Emporium of Northern and Eastern Texas and Adjacent 
Indian Territories, and Center of the Cotton and Grain Growing Portions of Texas … [Jefferson, Tex.? 
n.p., ca. 1866]. 1 sheet. Advertising the services of land agents in Jefferson. F.M. White, 
Commissioner General, Land Office, is mentioned at the foot of the page under 
“references.” Francis Menefee White won the post of commissioner of the General Land 
Office in 1857, which post he held until 1862. Provisional Governor Andrew J. Hamilton 

recalled White to oversee the Land Office during the early stages of Reconstruction, and he 
served until 1866, at which time he left public life (New Handbook of Texas). Samuel F. 
Moseley served as Despositary of the Treasury Dept., Trans-Mississippi Dept., C.S.A. and is 
associated with three broadsides of 1864 (Winkler & Friend 1158, 1159, 1160). This 
broadside apparently unrecorded, and probably dates from the Reconstruction period, as 
mention is made in the text of the Memphis, El Paso, and Pacific Railroad, which was touted 
as the great link to the west, with Jefferson as the eastern terminus. Before the Civil War, 
construction of this road had progressed only from Texarkana to Jefferson.

In a word, “No,” according to this Presbyterian divine, who, in a series of letters to “a young 
friend,” marshals scriptural, ecclesiastical, and cultural arguments against dancing and its 
accompanying evils—”large assemblies, indelicate dressing, unwarrantable freedom of 
intercourse between the sexes, levity, revelry, excitement, forgetfulness of God, thorough 
worldliness.”

The Grain Dealers’ Ready Reckoner, containing tables 
showing equivalents in bushels of given number of pounds of grain, seed, &c., in car and wagon load lots, and 
equivalents in barrels of given amounts of sack flour; Also, tables showing the reduction of American money 
of London and Liverpool quotations for grain and flour; And, also, a series of articles illustrating the detail 
of “option trading” on the St. Louis Merchants’ Exchange. St. Louis: R.P. Studley, 1880. [64pp]. 
Numerous illustrated advertisements. No copies in OCLC. 
 
[Business] Mercantile Failures: Their Causes and Preventions. By an Old Merchant. St. Louis: 
Mercantile Publishing Co., 1873. 190pp. “Ninety-seven men out of every hundred engaged 
in mercantile life fail, sooner or later.” So begins the “Old Merchant’s” sober assessment of 
business. His book is a vade mecum for the young entrepreneur and the seasoned tradesman 
alike, with much information on business attitudes and practices at the time.

[California] Lloyd, B[enjamin] E. Lights and Shades in San Francisco. With appropriate illustrations. 
SF: A. L. Bancroft & Co., 1876. 523 pp. + 20 plates. 
“Life in San Francisco,” the author informs us, “is intense, and has marked peculiarities. It is 
not passive in a single particular. The manners, customs, business, and pleasure of the 
people, are opposed to inactivity, at all seasons and in all things.” To capture all this activity, 
Mr. Lloyd casts out a large net, hauling in 76 characters--e.g., Mining, Palace Hotel, 
restaurant life, the Barbary Coast, banks, sailors, topography, The Elite, public libraries, 
Emperor Norton, police, Mark Twain, the fire department, saloons, newspapers, gambling, 
hoodlums, earthquakes, the author’s publisher (Bancroft), street preaching, suicide, street 
criers, charities, “The Tribe of Isreal” (local Jewish community), quacks, clubs, horse-racing-- 
but the most space devoted to the “Celestials,” with ten chapters (pp. 208-293), with three 
plates. Hansen & Heintz (pp. 84-85) believed that Lloyd’s descriptive passages on the 



Chinese “are some of the best to be found in any reference work listed in this bibliography. 
They are detailed to a degree which gives them excellent historical value to the researcher.” 
Cowan p. 394. Howes L-404. Stern 174. 
 
[California] (Los Angeles) No. 5612 In the Supreme Court of the State of California in the Matter of 
the Estate of John Goller, Deceased: Transcript on Appeal. Los Angeles: Herald Steam Book and 
Job Printing House, 1877.

Together with Appellant’s Points and Authorities (15 pages). John Goller was a pioneer Los 
Angeles blacksmith and builder of wagons and carriages. 
 
[California] Nevada County Promotion Committee. Nevada County California. The Most 
Prosperous Mining County in the United States. Where Good Mines are Found in a Country with Perfect 
Climate and All the Comforts of Civilization. [Nevada City?]: Daily Miner-Transcript Press, 
[1908]. 38 pp + gilt-embossed purple wrappers…. 
Nicely illustrated promotional booklet on the “Banner Gold Mining Company” of the USA, 
with 24 pages of illustrations, mostly scenes of mining companies in devasted landscapes. 
Apparently this is not in Rocq [there is a 1902, 32 pp version]. 
 
[California] Native Sons of the Golden West. Official Souvenir Bulletin of the Semi-Centennial 
Admission Day Celebration. San Francisco, Cal., Sept. 8, 9, 10 and 11, 1900. (SF: Gabriel

Anthony Banning Norton came to Texas about 1855, after practicing law and serving in 
Whig politics in Ohio.

A 
staunch supporter of Sam Houston, Norton left Texas during the Civil War, returning to 
Ohio. After the war, he settled again in East Texas, where he was active in politics and 
journalism (see his sketch in the Handbook of Texas). Norton was perhaps most famous for 
vowing in 1844 never to cut his hair or shave until Henry Clay should be elected President. 
Norton kept his vow until he died in 1893, which helps to explain his Great Revolution of 1840, 
published in 1888, which we also have acquired. 
A rare imprint. NUC records copies only at the Library of Congress and the University of 
Texas. Not in Jenkins BTB, Eberstadt, Decker, Soliday, Graff. Raines records only the copy 
of Norton’s speech published as an appendix to the State Gazette.

“Eight lectures: Six on the resurrection of 
the dead, one on the Second Coming of Christ, and one on the Last Day—showing from 
the standpoint of Common Sense, Reason, Science, Philosophy, and the Bible, the utter folly 
there is in the doctrine of a literal resurrection of the body, a literal coming of Christ at the 
end of the world, and a literal judgment to follow.” T.B. Taylor notes that the sentiments he 
expressed “have secured the author’s expulsion from the ministry and membership of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church.” According to the title-page, Taylor was also the author of 
“The Inebriate,” “Death on the Plains,” and one anonymous work.

With two related McDonald/temperance items laid in, Red Hot Shot, 4 pp 12mo flyer on the 
Prohibition Party; and A Prison Incident. A Boy’s First Drink and What Came of It, 4 pp 12mo.  
A forceful Address, set in McDonald’s typical style with plenty of bold type, addressed to 
Fellow-Citizens “of our desecrated Sunday, and wine, beer and liquor cursed State.” 
McDonald orates on the dangerous effects of Alcohol on the State-- “It is self-evident 
certainly, that the dramshop is the cause, in this free and fruitful country, of all the 
afflictions, sorrows and miseries of the workers and the poor.” In this Address, McDonald 
not only urges the citizenry to vote for total Prohibition, but also urges voters to join the 
Prohibition Party. McDonald was an active purveyor of pamphlet material urging the state-
wide prohibition--and his efforts were funded through profits of the McDonald Drug Co., 
purveyors of the patent medicine, Dr. Walker’s California Vinegar Bitters, “the Only 
Temperance Bitters Known.” McDonald (1820-1903) who came overland to California in 
1849 and who in 1884 was a delegate from California to the National Prohibition Home 
Protection Party Convention, made a fortune selling Dr. Walker’s elixir; he parlayed those 
profits into running the Pacific Bank. Not surprisingly, McDonald advertised his Bitters as 
“purely non-alcoholic.” As James Young pointed out, the drink was “almost devoid of 
alcohol, containing at least, no higher portion than did beer.” (The Toadstool Millionaires, p.

“If we can teach the youth of Texas that there is something higher in human progress than 
hoarding much money; that industry, virtue, and rural pursuits dignify man, make society 
happy and the State great, a revolution will be accomplished which will send Texas forward 
for another hundred years in the experiment of free government.”

The first 400 pages of the book deal with the European trip and there is much 
here on Paris, Naples, Constantinople and other cities, their artwork and historic sites, the 
customs of the people, steamer travel and such. The trip to China forms the last part of the 
book and there is much on the overland trip to California, the Pacific crossing, sights in 
China, the Middle East, Cairo, the Suez Canal, Algiers, Moorish architecture, Cadiz, 
impressions of Spain, the Pyrenees and much more.

Included are lists of members, addresses by prominent members of the Corps, details about 
financing and organization, and reports by the various departments delivered at this 
convention on April 28, 1891. The National Woman’s Relief Corps, Auxiliary to the Grand 
Army of the Republic, was formed in 1883 in Colorado. 
 
York, James L., ed. Poems of Free Thought. Compiled by James L. York of San Jose, Cal. San Jose: 
Mercury Steam Print, 1882. [ii], 104 pp. Second edition; the first appeared in 1876. 
Anthology on such free-thought topics as Paine, evolution, science vs. superstition, etc. 
Includes contributions taken from such as Lizzie Doten, Gerald Massey, and early feminist-
anarchist Lois Waisbrooker. Also includes a number of York’s own works, such as “I Want 
to be an Infidel.” The Waisbrooker verses likely taken from her book Mayweed Blossoms 
(Boston, 1871), the only example of her verse noted in Davis & Joyce.

The Age (Augusta, Maine). Vol. 9, no. 1-42 (Jan. 2-Apr. 8, 1845). “We are in great haste to 
construct a magnetic telegraph from Maine to Texas,” Thoreau famously observed, “but 
Maine and Texas, it may be, have nothing important to communicate.” However that may 
be, almost every issue of The Age at this time was devoted to the annexation controversy. 
 
Alaska Sportsman (Ketchikan, Alaska). Vol. 23, no. 3 (Mar. 1957)-v. 30, no. 11 (Nov. 1964). 
Scattered issues within this span. 
 
American Farmer (Baltimore, Md.), Vol. 3, no. 1 (Mar. 30, 1821)-v. 4, no. 52 (Mar. 21, 1823). 
The leading agricultural journal of its day, edited by John Skinner. Covers the gamut of 
farming topics as well as internal improvements (railroads, canals, roads, etc.) and other 
political matters. For example, in the issue for Aug. 24, 1821, Skinner reprinted a Fourth of 
July oration delivered by Charles Fisher in Salisbury, N.C., in which Fisher identified one of 
the chief causes of westward migration—”our wretched, destroying, and murdering system 
of cultivation.” He continues: “The current is set to the west; it will flow on; the Mississippi 
river could not stop it—the stony mountains will furnish no barrier. As long as there are new 
countries in prospect, our people will move on until the waters of the Pacific stop their 
march. But, if we cannot stop it, we may check it; we may, in a measure, remove one of the 
causes of emigration; an emigration that is draining us of our people and wealth. Upon a fair 
principle of calculation, North-Carolina, in the last ten years, should have increased in its 
population 200,000 souls; but, from the returns of the census just completed, it would seem 
that our population has only gained about 70,000 souls. Where are the rest? Gone in search of 
better lands beyond the mountains!” 
 
The Arkansas Forest and Farm (Little Rock). Vol. 4, no. 10 (May 1886). “Devoted to 
illustrating and describing the best methods of farming and fruit raising in Arkansas.” 
 
Arkansaw Thomas Cat (Hot Springs, Ark.). Vol. 2, no. 24 (Aug. 14, 1892). A humorous 
periodical with the motto: “God help the rich, the poor can beg.” 
 
The California Culturist. San Francisco: Towne & Bacon, 1859-60. Four issues. Vol. I: Nos. 8 
& 9; Vol. II: Nos. 7 & 8. 40;42;48;48pp., including illustrations, plus ads on rear of second 
issue. Edited by W. Wadsworth.  
Four issues of this rare California periodical devoted to agriculture and gardening. Founded 
in 1858, the California Culturist was issued monthly until ceasing publication in 1860. Each 
issue carries a variety of articles for the farmer and gardener, from the potential of vineyards 
in Contra Costa County or fruit trees in the California hillsides, to the benefits of deep vs. 
shallow plowing, the management of bees, and the extermination of weasels. The 
frontispiece illustrations of fruit in each issue are early examples of California lithography. 
Evidence of the early recognition of the agricultural potential of California, and one step 
taken toward turning the Golden State into America’s breadbasket. The Union List of Serials 
locates copies at ten institutions, almost all having incomplete runs. KEMBLE, p.129.

Conducted by A. Chatterton. Appears to be devoted to the cause of the Campbellites. 
 
San Francisco: T.P. Haley and 
J.C. Keith. Vol. 1, no. 6 (Nov. 21, 1872), v. 1, no. 15 (Jan. 23, 1873). 
 
Farm and Fireside: An Illustrated Farm and Family Journal (Springfield, Ohio). Vol. 29, no. 5 
(Dec. 1, 1905). Includes an article on successful women ranchers, with profiles of women 
and their stock-raising activities in Oklahoma, Texas, and Colorado.

Golden Era Company. The Golden Era. A Monthly Magazine. (San Diego, Calif.). Vol. 36, no. 3 
(Mar. 1887). 58pp. plus 24pp. ads. 
Illustrated magazine on San Diego & southern California. Includes view of San Diego 
Mission, 3pp. poem, “At San Diego Bay” by Madge Morris, 5pp. on Reals Perdidos O 
Encantados, 8pp. poem by Joaquin Miller, “Arizonian”, 5pp. by Miller, “Rambling About 
Mexico”, 4pp. “A Glimpse Of Lower Califronia”, 4pp. “Southern California”, fiction, more 
poetry, 7pp. on “Climactic And Sanitary Conditions”, 8pp. “The Early Missions Of 
California” with 6 illustrations, 1 paragraph on Williston Seminary, 2pp. on San Diego as 
“The Southwestern Metropolis”, 3 1/2pp. describing San Diego & vicinity incl. Escondido, 
Ramona, National City, Paradise Valley, El Cajon. San Diego City. About 24pp. of ads 
including many illustrated. Business cards, also ads for hotels, real estate town lots, the Hotel 
del Coronado (full pg.), ads for medicines, clothes, photo parlors, dry goods, books, 
stationery, groceries, much more. About one third of the magazine is interesting advertising.

An independent magazine published on the first of each month by Mrs. Carry A. Nation, 
proprietor and editor-in-chief. Contents include recap of a hearing in Dallas where Nation 
was acquitted of sending obscenities through the mail. “To build up the good, to cut out the 
evil, your ballot is your hatchet.” 
 
Heald’s College Journal (San Francisco). Vol. 37, no. 1 (Jan. 1889)-v. 44, no. 2 (Feb. 1896). A 
seven-year run of this monthly periodical devoted to the needs of business and business 
education. Notes on the curriculum, students (many women), and faculty of Heald’s 
Business College.

Hoof and Horn. Official Organ of the Territorial Live Stock Association of Arizona. Prescott, Arizona: 
Hoof and Horn Publishers, 1887 and 1888. Four Issues: October 13, 1887; October 20, 1887; 
February 16, 1888; February 23, 1888 [comprising Vol. III, Nos. 9-10; Vol. 4, Nos. 26-27]. 14, 
14, [12], [12] pp. 
 The publishers call the periodical the “only exclusive live stock paper published in the 
entire territory.” It “gives the cattle news of the Great West and Southwest.” With many 
advertisements in each issue, some illustrated: the Kansas City Stock Yards, stockmen’s 
merchants, cattle brands, saddles, horses, live stock commission merchants, and related goods 
and services. News stories concern the trade: “The beef eaters of San Francisco are 
experiencing a rather unpleasant sensation by the discovery that the butchers of that city have 
been in the habit of purchasing and butchering steers affected with the loathsome disease 
known as the big jaw. All the animals affected by the disease were California products, and the 
speed with which they were rushed into the market as soon as the disease made its appearance 
speaks very poorly for the honesty of the cattle growers of the Golden State.” 
 Arizona Imprints Inventory lists two items by the Hoof and Horn Company, these 
being from 1887 and 1888. These items are evidently unrecorded. 
Not in AZ Imprints Inventory, Graff, Rader, Alliott, Soliday, Eberstadt, Decker, NUC, 
Lomazow, Union List of Serials.

The 
Chilocco School had a long history. The first class matriculated in 1884; Chilocco closed in 
1980, just shy of its centennial. 
 
The Juvenile Instructor (Salt Lake City). Vol. 8 (1873), v. 12 (1877), v. 29 (1894), v. 35 (1900), v. 
41 (1906). 
Five volumes, with 26 issues for each year. An important periodical for young Latter-Day 
Saints, edited & published by George Q. Canon. In content and design, very similar to the 
Youth’s Companion of Boston. 
 
The Kansas Bee Keeper (Columbus, Kansas). Vol. 2, no. 9 (Sept. 1882). Edited by H. Scovell; 
published monthly by Scovell & Anderson. WiU only other recorded on OCLC. 
 
LareDOS (Laredo, Tex.). Vol. 6, no. 1 (Jan. 2000)-Vol. 8, no. 7 (July 2002). 
31 issues of this monthly “journal of the borderlands,” founded in 1995 and published today 
by Maria Eugenia Guerra, who maintains a vigorously independent voice in covering local 
affairs. Gift of the publisher. 
 
El Mercurio Chileno (Santiago de Chile). Vol. 1, no. 1 (Apr. 1, 1828)-no. 8 (Nov. 1, 1828). 
Eight issues of this monthly, with prospectus. The only other U.S. holding is at Yale. 
 
The Midland Monthly (Des Moines, Iowa). Vol. 6 (July-Dec. 1896).

El Monitor Republicano was a daily paper, the successor to El Monitor Constitutional. As one 
would expect, this partial run includes considerable reporting on “La Cuestion de Tejas” and 
other affairs related to the war with the United States. Total of 104 issues. 
 
Mountain Democrat, Seventy-fifth anniversary Souvenir Review Edition. Placerville, Jan. 6, 1928. Small 
folio. 32 pp. Wraps. Illus.  
Local history, reminiscences, anecdotes regarding the history of the Gold-Rush county. As 
Norris notes, “Entirely devoted to pioneer days” (1054). 
 
Parry’s Literary Journal (Salt Lake City). Vol. 1, no. 3 (Dec. 1884), no. 6 (Mar. 1885), no. 8 
(May 1885). Also Parry’s Monthly Magazine, v. 3, no. 4 (Jan. 1887) 
 
Pastor and People (San Jose, Calif.) Vol. 1-5 (1888-1893). 
43 issues of this monthly (scattered issues wanting), published by the First Methodist 
Episcopal Church, San Jose; includes 3 directory issues, with much information about the 
congregation and the town. 
 
Pike’s Peak Echo. Colorado College. Vol. 1, no. 1-14. Colorado Springs, Colorado: 1885-1886. 14 
issues, the first 13 being 16 pages each, the 14th being 36 pages. 
The Colorado College Literary Board published this semi-monthly journal, with a $1.00 
subscription price for the volume, “from November 15 to June 15.” For this Volume 1, the first 
issue is dated November 18 and the last is dated June 9. The magazine has much on College 
doings, but “to say that a college paper should concern itself only with college matters is...an 
absurdity.” Other issues discussed include “An Indian Scare” involving an incident with 
Geronimo in the Department of Arizona, “A Sketch of John Brown’s History,” an article on 
the Ute Pass and Rainbow Falls, a discussion of Stephen A. Douglas, and much else. Many 
advertisements from local merchants round things out.  
Not in NUC, Lomazow, Eberstadt, Decker, Soliday, Graff, Union List of Serials. 
 
Poultry Record (Kildare, Okla.). Vol. 1, no. 6 (Feb. 1895), no. 8 (Apr. 1895), no. 10 (June 
1895), no. 11 (July 1895). Four issues; illustrated. Continued by a merger of the Poultry Record 
with the Kansas Fancier to form: The Record-Fancier (Kildare, Okla.), v. 2, no. 1 (Sept. 1895). 
Foreman records the Record-Fancier and locates copies for Aug. and Sept. 1895 at the Kansas 
State Historical Society. But the earlier journal, the Poultry Record, is unrecorded. 
 
The Poultry Record (St. Louis, Mo.), Vol. 3, no. 8 (Jan. 1889). Wonderful illustrations. 
Apparently not related to the Oklahoma journal of the same name. 
 
El Redactor Oficial de Honduras. Publisher... Comayagua. 1845-48. 1-4,23-26,37-44,55-
117,[2],118-183,186-193, [1],206-227pp. (pp.212-213 bound after p.215). 
A run of an early Honduran newspaper, including forty complete issues from Volume 2, 
documenting political and military activities with presidential decrees from the period of the 



civil wars of Central America. Many contributions from the “Tiger of Honduras,” General 
Santos Guardiola, who eventually became president of Honduras but was assassinated after 
enacting some liberal reforms. Includes reports from North American newspapers 
concerning military actions during the Mexican War and communications from Santa Ana 
on the state of affairs in Mexico. A rare window on Central American politics in the 1840s. 
The NUC locates only one collection, at The New York Public Library. 
 
The Rural Californian. A Journal for the Suburban and Country Home (Los Angeles, Calif.). 
Vol. 10, no. 2 (Feb. 1887), no. 4 (Apr. 1887), no. 6-7 (June-July 1887), no. 11 (Nov. 1887). 
Vol. 14, no. 7 (July 1891); v. 15, no. 9 (Sept. 1892), no. 11-12 (Nov.-Dec. 1892); v. 16, no. 6 
(June 1893). Ten issues. 
Topics include livestock, irrigation, citrus growing, community profiles, and real estate. 
Numerous illustrations and advertisements. Issues for 1887, bound together, were the 
personal property of the editor, Fred Alles. Business cards from his printing business are 
pasted to the boards. 
 
Southern Mercury (Dallas, Tex.). 1888-1907. Microfilm. 
 
The Spirit of Arkansas. A Journal for the Farm, Home and Workshop (Little Rock, Ark.). Vol. 7, no. 

Our copies 
bear ink stamps from the Office of Henry H. Hannan, land agent in Swan Creek, Ohio, 
advertising “Texas and Arkansas Maps, Guides, Land Circulars.” Contents include essays on 
Hempstead (Mar. 14) and Ouachita (Apr. 11) counties. Railroad maps of the state as well as 
miscellaneous matter, ads, etc. 
 
The Sunny South Oologist (Gainesville, Tex.). Vol. 1, no. 3 (May 1886). Only three numbers 
were published. Edited & published by Edwin C. Davis. According to Geiser,  
 
Texas Freemason (Ft. Worth, Tex.). Nov. 1884. No other copies are recorded. No volume 
designation given; “second year of publication,” according to the cover. In addition to the 
news of the fraternity, includes numerous ads for Texas businesses. Published by R.C. 
McPhail and J.K. Ashby; printed at the Gazette Job Office. The Fort Worth Gazette was 
established in 1871. 
 
The Texas Wool Grower (Ft. Worth, Tex.). Vol. 1, no. 31 (Jan. 11, 1883)- v. 3, no. 10 (Sept. 4, 
1884). Scattered issues wanting. 
No other copies are recorded for these dates. DeGolyer file consists of 67 issues of this 
weekly stock journal, filled with all things of interest to sheep raisers. Of special note are the 
frequent letters from ranchers, with accounts of their experiences.

Four letters to Eva at A. M. and N. College from her husband, 
Walter E. Smith, Jr., from Boley, Oklahoma, Wichita, Kansas, Texarkana, Texas, and 
Memphis Tennessee. Walter is the Secretary of the Treasury for Local No. 385 of the Allied 
Printing Trades Council in Texarkana, Texas. He writes of his loneliness without her while 
she is in school, his concern for her faithfulness to him, his desire for them to have children, 
his activities at home, and business travels. Remainder of letters from various friends and 
family members on topics including social activities, college, marriage, and family life. 
Second series consists of forty-seven letters to Hattie A. Robinson, 1946-1968, from family 
(nieces, sisters, children) and friends. Hattie is the mother of Eva Vashti Smith and lives with 
the Smith family in Texarkana, Texas. Topics include life at school (from her children away 
from home), social activities, and news of other family members.

Papers of William Batchelder of Lancaster, New Hampshire, primarily consisting of 
correspondence with T. R. Vickroy (St. Louis, Missouri), Corresponding Secretary of the 
Spelling Reform Association, and ephemeral printed enclosures promoting the Association’s 
publications (edited, printed, and published by Vickroy). Batchelder was an Association 
member and spelling reform enthusiast, and the letters are written using phonetic spelling. 
Included are prospectuses for Vickroy’s “semi-munthli” periodical, the “Fonetic Ticher” (or 
“Fonetic Techer”), a printed card displaying “the Eclectic Alfabet”, and a brochure 
advertising his phonetic edition of “The Gospel according to St. Matthew” (sample pages 
present). Envelopes included with the collection list members of the executive committee of 
the Association, notably Secretary Melvil Dewey. Also includes one letter from Batchelder to 
his father describing a business trip to Gorham, Maine with the firm of Gates and Brown, 



which dealt in purchasing for grocery and provisions stores, and noting that his 
“declamation at the exhibition” had gone well.

Fredricks comments on other activities such as in his 1913 diary he talks of the fighting in 
Nogales and that Diaz is in control of Mexico along with a daily report of the weather. Also 
chronicled are the comings and goings of his friends and family along with descriptions of 
their travel. Fredricks talks of mining and railroad work in the West and Mexico. Included 
are a baptismal certificate for William and Violet Fredricks son Clyde Carney and a notice to 
Violet of an inheritance of $500.00 and clipping. Accounts of the early years were written as 
reminiscences during a long convalescence in 1923

A mock sermon, which probably dates from the mid to late 1800’s. Colorful ideas and 
spelling characterize this discourse, in which the author discusses the scripture passage, “And 
he played on a harp with a thousand strings -- spirits of just men made perfeck.” The author 
speaks of spirits and hell-fire, and that the “different sorts of fire in the world may be likened 



unto the different persuasions of Christians.”  The Harp of a Thousand Strings was a popular 
comic stage piece and was published numerous times; see our edition of 1859.

Harrison is drafted 1918 and 
stationed in the 134th Infantry at Camp Cody (Deming, New Mexico), and later Camp Dix 
(New Jersey) before shipping out to England and France (Yvre Le Polin and Brest) in 
September, 1918. Harrison’s lengthy letters vividly describe his work at the YMCA, 
conditions at military camps including vaccinations and quarantines for Spanish influenza, 
his interest in politics, and his affections for Fay.

(1963), Hugo Latorre, The Revolution of the Latin American Church (1978), Edmund Urbanski, 
Hispanic America and Its Civilizations (1978), and Mariano Azuela’s Three Novels (1979). She 
edited an abridged version of W.H. Prescott’s The Conquest of Mexico in 1988. With María del 
Mar Herrerías Sordo she collaborated on the research and translation of Concubinage in 
Present-Day Mexico (1999), an unflinching look at the status of some women in contemporary

She writes of classes (music, psychology and methods, 
arithmetic), room and board at Normal Home, examinations, friends and faculty, leisure

Thirty letters to Mary Johnson in Weimer, Hillsboro, and Borden Texas from suitors, 
friends, and family, 1900-1903. Letters 1905-1906 addressed to Mrs. P. A. (Prince) Miller 
(her married name) in Fort Worth. Topics include the Galveston hurricane of 1900, 
courtship, social events, family life, Roman Catholic traditions and beliefs, and travel. Also 
included is one receipt book with 48 receipts showing Prince A. Miller’s payment on a note 
to R. Vickery.

In 1917 Addie became engaged to Asher, a 
photographer sent by his El Paso studio to New Mexico to cover the U.S. military campaign 
against Pancho Villa. In 1918 Asher enlisted in the Photographic Department of the U.S. 
Aviation Corps, and performed duties at San Antonio’s Kelly Field, and Garden City, Long 
Island, New York. Addie’s letters to her fiance reveal racial prejudices of the day, as well as 
provide descriptive and interesting social commentary. The couple married in 1919 and 
moved to Brooklyn; Asher’s letters to Addie from the road express his love and admiration. 
Also includes a letter from Addie’s childhood friend Jet, detailing her infant girl’s death and 
enclosing five black-and-white post-mortem photographs of the parents with the baby’s 
body.

Teacher’s certificate valid for third grade in 
Cherokee County, Kansas, dated July, 1886 folded inside diary

Junior’s 
letters detail the life of a young enlisted airman beginning training near the end of World 
War II. Topics include uniforms, military food, furloughs, WACS, activities on base and at 
the USO in Victoria, and concerns for his parent’s welfare and upkeep of their dairy farm in 
his absence 
 
[Manuscripts. World War II] Brashear, Thomas F. Letters, 1942-1945 
2 folders, 45 letters 
Letters from Tom Brashear to Mary Jo Dorn (also referred to as Josephine), his sweetheart 
and wife, of Austin, Texas. At the beginning of their courtship, Tom is an enlisted man in 
the Army Air Force stationed at Brooks Field near San Antonio, Texas, in 1942. Tom then 
goes to Officer Candidate School in Fargo, North Dakota, and achieves the rank of first 
lieutenant. After their marraige, Tom is stationed in Miami, Florida and Bermuda while Mary 
Jo and their child Barbara Ann live in Miami. Tom’s letters relate his experiences in the 
military including daily duties as a private and as an officer, trips on leave, furloughs spent 
with Mary Jo, concern for family, and his desire for the war to end so he can return to 
civilian life. 
 
[Manuscripts. World War II] Proctor, W.G. Letters, 1945-1951.

Principally correspondence between W.G. Proctor and Jean Castillo concerning their 
courtship, marriage, and family life during World War II and the Korean War. W.G. Proctor

Friends and family correspondence includes insight into the relationship of Bill and Jean 
with their relatives and information about W.G. Proctor’s prior common law marriage to 
Evelyn Hightower. Series 4, Other material, contains a Korean War clipping, telegrams, 
souvenirs from Jean’s trip to San Francisco, military newsletters (“The Morning’Snooze”, 
“The Okinawan”) and daily schedules from the U.S.S. Hank ship.

The collection illustrates the life and times of a United States Army soldier stationed in 
Europe in the latter half of World War II who worked in the office of a U.S. Army chaplain. 
Opie M. Stanfield was the son of rural Arkansas farmers. He served in the United States 
Army in England and France during 1944 and part of 1945. At the time of his discharge in 
1945, Stanfield was a sergeant. The collection consists of mostly correspondence with family 
and friends as well as some photographs and ephemera. Correspondents include Loue 
Stanfield, Irene Campbell, Carolyn Hackman, Evelyn Toso, and Chaplain Albert A. Behnke. 
Much of his personal correspondence suggests that he may have been homosexual.

The plate 
entitled “An Old Curiosity Shop (lower corner, Plate 3) has been declared to be “perhaps 
The First Depiction of An Antique Shop in America.” Hamilton 938.
