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Effective with renewals beginning 1/1/2003, no more than one-half the required hours can be earned in self-study.  The Department of Insurance will accept 15 self-study credit hours for each CEBS course.  (The pass notice printed at the computer-based testing center is documentation of successful completion.)  It is not necessary for the International Foundation to issue a Texas Certificate of Completion form because the CEBS courses are given blanket approval and specific Texas i.d. course numbers are not assigned.

Because the Personal Financial Planning Courses 1 and 2 and the Compensation Courses 1 and 2 (which are part of the new eight-course curriculum model) are not referenced “CEBS” Course 1 or 2 it is important that you report credit immediately after you pass the exam, using the pass notice printed out at the computer-based testing center and that you write “CEBS PROFESSIONAL DESIGNATION COURSE 15 CREDIT HOURS” on your pass notice.

Classroom Credit for CEBS Courses

The CEBS Catalog lists schools in Texas at which classroom attendance is available.  For each course, you may earn a maximum of 30 credit hours for attending classes OR 15 hours self-study credit based upon successful passing of the examination.  The school at which you attend classes does not have to issue a special “certificate of completion” with an approved Texas course i.d. number.  You can report credit based upon your personal attendance records (in a form that would pass an audit by the department of insurance).  You could, as an example, have the instructor sign a form confirming your attendance at each classroom session.  This form could be of your own design.  Additionally, keep something in print stating that the course was scheduled at the school.  When you report credit, based upon your actual attendance in classes, note “CEBS PROFESSIONAL DESIGNATION COURSE XX (30 maximum) CREDIT HOURS.”
