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James Lane comes to Higher Education by way of many years in the military.  He shared some points that might be of interest to staff in the Division of Enrollment Services as our students are called to active duty.

· The Soldiers & Sailors Civil Relief Act assists National Guard service people called to active duty with financial matters such as: baring evictions of families from dwellings; preventing default judgments against them; and caps interest at 6% for credit cards, mortgages, or personal loans.

· HEROS Act (which was just passed by Congress) shadows what the Department of Education has already implemented in allowing students affected by 9/11 and those called to duty to delay payments on Federal student loans through relief of paperwork.

· Department of Education has established a web page on their web page that outlines all the scholarships that have been established for students whose families were victims of the terrorists’ attacks.

· Institutions have been encouraged by the Department of Education to establish lenient re-admission policies to allow those students called to military duty access back into school when they return from duty.  (SMU has done this, already)
