STATEMENT ON ALCOHOL:

Absolutely no alcohol can be purchased for or by fraternity men for the purpose of contact with prospective members.  If this occurs and an incident is reported there are consequences as passed by IFC (effective: fall 2004) including fines and limitation of bid extension privileges.

STATEMENT ON COMMUNICATION:

Recruitment chairs are responsible for the dissemination of all recruitment information to the chapter membership.  All members should be aware of the information of the appropriate contact policies and rules regarding alcohol.  It is suggested that rules and the recruitment week schedule be discussed at a meeting during, and posted in the house throughout recruitment.

STATEMENT ON UNDERGROUND MEMBERS (PLEDGES/ASSOCIATES):

You will receive a list of men who are registered and eligible to pledge/associate.  No men are eligible to pledge/associate until they appear on the list and you will receive updates as they occur.  Any man who is pledged/associated that does not appear on the eligible list will result in a $5,000 dollar fine to the chapter as well as the de-pledging/dissociation of that member.

Any and all infractions to the above recruitment rules must be 

written down in a letter and delivered to the IFC Vice President of Operations
 within three days of the alleged event or infraction.

STATEMENT ON RECRUITMENT CONTACT:
Contact is allowed between fraternity members and potential recruits during the Formal Recruitment period. The Alcohol Agreement remains in effect during the entire formal recruitment week. Those accused of holding recruitment events, on or off-campus, during the recruitment week, where alcohol is served or provided will be brought forward through the conduct process. If found guilty, the chapter will receive the following sanctions:

First Offense:

$1,000 per recruit fine, Bid extension limited to 35.





(Not to exceed $5,000.00)


Second Offense: 
$1,500 per recruit fine, Bid extension limited to 25.





(Not to exceed $7,500.00)


Third Offense:

Bid extension privileges ceased.

These offenses can only occur during the current formal recruitment period. Past offenses are not taken into account. 
Recruits still forfeit their right to Recruitment for a semester if found in violation of the Alcohol Agreement. 
IFC will collect 50% of the fine before the formal recruitment week comes to close; the remaining 50% is due by the end of the pledgeship/new member term. Failure to comply will result in other sanctions at the discretion of the judicial body.
