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ARTICLE I. NAME
The name of this organization shall be the Interfraternity Council at Southern Methodist University, hereinafter referred to as the IFC.

ARTICLE II. OBJECTIVES
The objectives of the IFC shall be:

(1) To promote the interests of the University, which include scholarship, leadership and citizenship.

(2) To promote the interests and unity of the Greek organizations represented on campus.

(3) To promote the interests of college fraternities in general, which includes the consideration that they are viable and valuable collegiate experiences.

(4) To facilitate communication and cooperation between member fraternities and the University administration and faculty.

(5) To formulate, implement and oversee policies on membership recruitment, and to help educate members and recruits on the particulars.

(6) To act as a judicial body when necessary, in the spirit of self-regulation, for violations of campus and/or IFC rules or policies.

(7) To act as a forum for discussion of ideas and questions of mutual interest, and to present to the member fraternities such recommendations as the IFC deems fit.

ARTICLE III. MEMBERSHIP
There shall be two classes of membership: Regular and Associate.

(1) The REGULAR membership of the IFC shall be composed of all chapter members in good standing, of any social fraternity, which is recognized by the University and which:
(a) Has received a charter for formation and operation from a national fraternal organization, is affiliated with the North-American Interfraternity Conference, or is a national fraternity eligible for membership in the NIC; and,
(b) Has been in existence at Southern Methodist University for at least one year; and,
(c) Whose charter has not been revoked.

(2) The ASSOCIATE membership of the IFC shall be composed of all chapter members in good standing of any social fraternity which has received an invitation to colonize at SMU, is recognized by the University and is sponsored by a national fraternal organization. Associate members will have no vote, but their representatives may serve as appointed officers of the IFC.

3. A two-thirds (2/3) vote of all chapters is necessary for admission or re-admission to the IFC, for any chapter or colony to gain regular or associate member status, or for chapters to be removed from the IFC.

ARTICLE IV. STRUCTURE
The IFC will be composed of five sub-units, the Executive Officers, the Executive Board, Committees, the Conduct Board and the Council.

(1) Executive Officers will be responsible for the day-to-day operations of the IFC, and will be most responsible for the gathering and dissemination of information pertinent to the Greek system. They will oversee the operations of all other divisions of the IFC and will coordinate activities such as IFC meetings, recruitment, interfraternal programs and faculty/administration programs. It will be their duty to set direction and promote improvements in system policy and practices.

(2) The Executive Board is composed of all Executive Officers. This body will be responsible for addressing all issues and proposals concerning the system as a whole, or an individual chapter.

(3) Committees are designed to allow a greater number of chapter members to participate in IFC and systemwide programming. These committees are headed by an appointed or elected officer and create and implement policy in their area. Members of the committees are IFC Delegates and chapter members at large. Each IFC Deleate is expected to serve on at least one committee.

(4) The Conduct Board is the judicial body composed appointed members and a chair, which is also selected. The exact process is set forth in this sub-unit’s By-Laws. It is their duty to meet when called upon, and to hear cases, which involve chapters and possible violations of University or IFC policy. They may also act as a grievance board to settle disputes between member chapters.

(5) The Council is made up of all those sub-units named above. This is the forum for the discussion of issues and ideas concerning the Greek system, and acts as the legislative and election body of the IFC. Changes to systemwide policy, this Constitution, the By-Laws and other issues that may affect the entire fraternity community must pass through this body.

ARTICLE V. OFFICERS
(1) The elected officers of the IFC shall be President, Vice President Operations, Vice President Finance & Administration, Vice President Recruitment, Vice President Programming & Public Relations, Vice President Community Service & Philanthropy, Assistant Vice President Recruitment and Assistant Vice President Media. They shall hereinafter be referred to as the Executive Officers. The IFC President may not be president of his fraternity, or hold any other major office at SMU, which would restrict his ability to perform his required duties.

(2) Candidates for office shall be from fraternities holding regular membership in the IFC. Fraternities holding associate membership shall not be eligible to hold elected office.

(3) Tenure of Office. The officers shall serve for a term of one year. They shall be elected by an election held on or before the first week of April and administered by the outgoing IFC President. They will assume office at the meeting immediately following their election.

(4) Eligibility.

(a) To be eligible to hold office, one must be an active, dues-paying member of a recognized, regular member chapter of the IFC and a registered, full-time student at SMU.

(b) Those running for office should have an academic standing sufficient to allow them time to handle the responsibilities of office, and should be on no form of academic or judicial probation.

(c) Members of associate member fraternities are not eligible to hold elected office.

(5) Vacancies. In the event of a vacancy in any office except President, nominations will be held immediately, and elections will take place at the next regular meeting, following the election procedures in the By-Laws. In the case of a vacancy in the office of President, the Vice-President Operations shall assume office for the remainder of the term unless a majority of chapters vote against. In that case, nominations and elections must be held in accordance with the By-Laws.

(6) Removals. Elected Officers and Committee Chairs may be removed from office by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Council. Notice shall be given the officer or chair at least one week prior to any vote being taken, so that he shall have the opportunity to prepare his response to the Council, which will be given prior to the vote.

ARTICLE VI. THE COUNCIL
The legislative body of the IFC shall be the Council. It shall be the duty of the Council to administer all business related to the overall welfare of the IFC and the SMU fraternity system, including recruiting and pledging.

(1) Membership. The Council shall be composed of one IFC Delegate from each member chapter. Each fraternity shall be represented by two members, one who shall be the current president of his chapter, and another, called Delegate, who shall be chosen by his fraternity. Each chapter is responsible for having their representatives at each meeting.

(2) Selection of Delegates. Delegates shall be elected or appointed by their chapters and will serve a term of one full year.

(3) Vacancies. When a Delegate position is vacant, it is the responsibility of the chapter to fill that vacancy at their next regular chapter meeting.

(4) Officers. The Executive Officers of the IFC shall serve as the officers of its Council. These officers shall serve on the Executive Board of the IFC and shall have such powers and duties as are prescribed in the By-Laws of the IFC.

(5) Quorum. Two-thirds of the member fraternities shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

(6) Voting. 

(a) Each fraternity shall be entitled to two votes, one each to be cast by the President and the other by the IFC Delegate. If one or both of those individuals are absent, their vote is lost. 

(b) The IFC President will vote in the case of a tie. No other elected or appointed officer shall have a vote. 

(c) Associate member chapters will not have a vote, unless approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of all regular member chapters.

(d) Voting shall be by roll call except where the President of the Council shall rule otherwise.

(e) Any chapter member in good standing of any regular or associate member chapter, and any chapter advisor will have the ability to speak on any issue, but will not have a vote.

ARTICLE VII. MEETINGS
(1) General. The Executive Board and Council shall hold general meetings during each long semester. These meetings should take place every week at a time set by the IFC President.

(2) Special. A special meeting of the IFC may be called by the President when necessary, and shall be called by him upon the written request of any three regular or associate member fraternities at SMU. Notice of special meetings shall be given to the President or IFC Delegate of each fraternity twenty-four (24) hours before the meeting is to be held.

(3) Attendance. Each chapter Delegate and President are expected to attend scheduled meetings and elections. Any individual that misses three meetings, unexcused, in the course of a semester, will lose the vote of that position for the remainder of that semester. In addition, a $100.00 mandatory fine will be levied to that chapter, for each additional absence thereafter, with the understanding that payment is due within one week of being levied.

(4) The IFC Delegate from each regular or associate member fraternity shall be responsible for notifying his chapter members of all regular and special meetings. 

ARTICLE VIII. FRATERNITY ADVISOR
(1) The Fraternity Advisor shall be chosen by the University administration with input and consideration from the IFC, fraternity chapter presidents, and the fraternity chapter advisors.

(2) S/He shall serve in an advisory capacity to the SMU Executive Board and its Council, but will have no vote on any issue.

ARTICLE IX. STANDING COMMITTEES
Such Standing Committees and special officers as may be necessary to carry out the work of the SMU IFC shall be appointed by the President to serve during the tenure of the current officer year.


ARTICLE X. MEMORANDUMS
(1) Types. All governing laws should be written in Memorandum form and signed by the appropriately voting chapter presidents.  Approval of all IFC Memorandums should follow Article VI, (6).  All Memorandums are considered enacted legislation after passing an affirmative Council vote.

(2) All SMU IFC Memorandums should not conflict with the SMU Student Code of Conduct, the specific policies of the individual national organizations, or the federal, state or municipal laws which govern the township of University Park.


ARTICLE XII. VIOLATIONS
In the case of violations of this Constitution, By-Laws or anything applicable under Article X of this Constitution, the accused shall be given a hearing before the IFC Conduct Board as prescribed by that entities By-Laws. A determination of Responsible or Not Responsible will be determined by that Board, and appropriate penalties and sanctions delivered.

ARTICLE XII. AMENDMENTS
This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Council.  All changes to this document will be reflected immediately in the appropriate place. For historical purposes, a record of historical changes will be kept in Article XIII to reflect exactly what was changed at and when this change was enacted.
