Explanation of Multicultural Greek Council (MGC) Recruitment

REQUIREMENTS:

Every student interested in participating in MGC recruitment MUST officially register with the MGC.

a. Every Prospective Member (PM) must fill out and sign an official MGC recruitment registration form.

b. Forms may be obtained from MGC council officers, MGC advisor, downloaded from the website (www.smu.edu/fsl/joinMGC/PMform.doc), or from a participating chapter.

c. Registration forms may be returned to the MGC advisor (3rd floor HT in the SAMSA) or to a chapter recruitment chair.

* If a PM fills out a registration form at a chapter event or returns a form to a chapter recruitment chair, this does not indicate a desire or a commitment by the PM or the chapter to offer or accept a Bid.

d. All registration forms MUST be received by the MGC advisor by 9:00 a.m. on the day of the interview.

NO EXCEPTIONS OR LATE FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED. 

· All forms must be placed in the box outside his door. If a form is not received before the deadline, a chapter may not interview a PM on that day. All forms are encouraged to be turned in as received to expedite grade and judicial checks.

· To be eligible to participate in an interview with a chapter, and to ultimately be eligible for a bid, a PM must have:

1. Completed at least 12 hours in residence at a college or university during the semester preceding the pledging period

2. Have earned a 2.5 or higher GPA in the semester preceding recruitment, 
3. Hold a 2.5 or higher cumulative GPA, and

4. Not be on probation status or higher with the SMU Dean of Student Life office. 
Individual chapters may have additional GPA requirements that are higher than the minimum 2.5.

HOW MGC RECRUITMENT WORKS:
All interested SMU students are encouraged to attend the MGC Showcase, which highlights all MGC groups. This date will be communicated via the FSL Website (See the Calendar on the homepage).  
At this event, all interested students will receive a calendar of chapter recruitment events. Individual chapters host events that are open to all students with a sincere interest in learning more about the organizations.  The exception to this occurs if an event is denoted as “invitation only.”  

Interviews are also by invitation only as chapters will personally contact eligible PM’s. Students are encouraged to attend events for all chapters in order to make an educated decision regarding which chapter is right for them. It is ultimately the desire for the MGC Council and the five (5) represented chapters, that all interested students find a place within our community in order to have the strongest Greek experience possible. All MGC chapters are open to eligible students of all cultural groups.
