
Picture Hanging Guidelines

OK To Use in the Service House

Size permitted:  20 lb hooks or smaller

Number permitted:  no more than 10 per student

Want to hang something on the walls? Follow these  
guidelines to avoid damaging walls and thus avoid charges

The following are probibited in the residence halls because of the damage that results when 
used:

		No 3-M™ strips and hooks of any sort

		No Double-stick foam or tape

		Do NOT use bolts or screws in the walls, door frames, etc.

		You may NOT attach flat-screen TVs or bookshelves or anything else that uses bolts, screws 	
	 or large nails.

		Fire Safety guidlines prohibit hanging anything from the ceiling.

Not Permitted in Any Residence Hall

		Blue painter’s tape-short 	
	 term use only (10 days)

		 Poster putty/sticky tack

		 Small picture hooks 
	 (20 lb or smaller,  
	 limit 10 per resident)

		Tacks/pushpins

		 Limit of 10 total tacks 
	 OR hooks per resident
