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SNS - Strategic National Stockpile 

What happens if the American public suffered from a public health emergency (terrorist attack, flu outbreak, tornado) severe enough to cause local supplies to run out? Once Federal and local authorities agree that the local supply for medicine is not meeting the demand, medicines can now be delivered to any state in the U.S. within 12 hours. This is called the Strategic National Stockpile or SNS. 
The SNS is a national repository of antibiotics, chemical antidotes, antitoxins, life-support medications, IV administration, airway maintenance supplies, and medical/surgical items. The SNS is designed to supplement and re-supply state and local public health agencies in the event of a national emergency anywhere and at anytime within the U.S. or its territories.
The SNS is organized for flexible response. They have a response ready with the 12-hour Push Package. These are caches of pharmaceuticals, antidotes, and medical supplies designed to provide rapid delivery of a broad spectrum of assets for an ill-defined threat in the early hours of an event. These Push Packages are positioned in 




strategically located, secure warehouses ready for immediate deployment to a designated site within 12 hours of the federal decision to deploy SNS assets. 


On August 9th, 2005, Dallas County Health and Human Services and Defenbaugh & Associates will conduct a large scale exercise, designed to strengthen the Dallas County’s capacity to prevent, prepare for, respond to, and recover from large-scale terrorist attacks involving weapons of mass destruction (WMDs). The exercise will realistically simulate the mass delivery of medications to the general public, should it ever become necessary.  That’s where you come in!


More than 1,200 volunteers are needed to go through the Dispensing Center as mock patients.  You will receive specific instructions on how to act, what to do, when to arrive, where to park, and your estimated length of stay.








 


The course entitled, "Enhanced Incident Management/Unified Command will train emergency personnel from University Park Police and Fire as well as security personnel from the all over the country.  





This three and a half day course, held in the world-class Texas Engineering Extension Service (TEEX) National Emergency Response and Rescue Training Center (NERRTC) in College Station, focuses on incident management skills, staff responsibilities and related situational awareness and decision-making skills in a WMD scenario. By using a computer-driven training simulation to provide a challenging decision-making environment, the participants are able to have hands-on WMD response training.  Upon completion, participants come away with a working knowledge of local, state and federal agency roles and responsibilities when an event calls for integration into a unified command system for crisis or consequence management.  
































 





Each participant is integrated into a unified command structure responding to a simulated incident.  During the simulation, participants are given the opportunity to work in their normal assigned ICS position for the entire course to refine their performance skills in that position or they may choose a more well rounded experience and train in several staff positions.





Those scheduled to attend in the next few months include Bill Detwiler, Associate Vice President for Human Resources and Business Services and Rick Shafer, Assistant Police Chief.  SMU constituents who have completed certification in this course include Mike Snellgrove, Police Chief; Anita Ingram, Director of the Office of Risk Management; and Lisa Morris, Emergency Management Administrator.

U.S. Terrorist Successes/Disruptions


In the United States, nearly 200 suspected terrorist associates have been charged with crimes as the result of FBI investigations. 


Through criminal, intelligence, and terrorism prevention efforts, FBI investigations have disrupted alleged terrorist cells in Buffalo, Detroit, and Portland and led to the arrest of 18 suspected terrorists. 


Working closely with the Department of Immigration and Naturalization Services, the FBI has identified and deported nearly 500 individuals in violation of U.S. law. 








Emergency Questions? Call SMU-INFO





Traumatic events are situations where one feels intense helplessness, horror or fear.  In experiencing or witnessing any events that seriously threaten one's well being, this angst is natural. 





During this time, emergency management professionals must not only deal with the situation at hand but also identify who is affected by the traumatic event while working to find the source of the problem.  





On Monday, June 2, around 1:00 p.m., SMU experienced a loss of electrical power to two-thirds of the campus--a significant outage. No lights or computers were operable for approximately 45 minutes.  Staff members working in basement areas or areas with no windows experienced a total blackout.  





Responders from Campus Planning and Plant Operations (CPPO) immediately moved into action to investigate the cause and find a solution.  





Naturally, as an SMU staff member sitting in total darkness, it is not unreasonable to want immediate answers.  However, the first thing the campus community SHOULD NOT do when they want information is call SMU Police (i.e., 911 or 8-3388) or CPPO directly.  This includes the CPPO work order desk (8-3494) or Hot/Cold Call Center (8-3266).  





"When a power outage occurs," says Michael Paul, Director of SMU's Energy Management, "we have to use our phones to request emergency support and contact vendors and when people start calling, it drags down the efficiency of our phones and slows recovery time."  





Michael Paul admits he is not opposed to confiscating the Assistant Director of Energy Management Michael Vangeli's phone to allow him time to focus on troubleshooting the problem without interruption. 





There are calls that must be answered.  CPPO has stated that the only phone calls that would be welcomed during a crisis phase are those from administrative staff, SMU Police, the Office of Public Affairs and the Office of Risk Management but the fewer, the better.



































For accurate updates to campus emergencies, call 214.SMU.INFO (214/768-4636) 24 hours/7 days a week.  Depending on the severity, this information will be updated every 15-30 minutes.


For life-threatening emergencies, call 911.  For reporting an incident that is not life-threatening, call (214) 768-3388.

The best source for immediate information is the SMU emergency hotline at 214/768-4643 or 214/SMU-INFO.  The Office of Public Affairs is prepared to post a recorded message detailing the incident with facts provided by the CPPO responders and SMU Police along with an estimated time of recovery, if available. 





Do not confuse a campus emergency with procedures for campus accident reporting.  The SMU-INFO will be for only campus emergency reports.  Accidents that result in personal injury (not life threatening) or illness, should be reported to SMU Police for investigation at 214-768-3388.  Keep in mind that employees are responsible for reporting any injury/illness or work-related accident or non-injury incidents to their supervisor within 24 hours. Supervisors are instructed to report the incident to SMU Police who then relays it to the Office of Risk Management. 





Preparing Today for Tomorrow's Challenges





Some of SMU's supervisors, managers and staff from various disciplines/services will be taking a trip to Texas A&M this summer to train in the skills necessary to effectively plan for and manage a Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) terrorism incident.  





How can someone steal your identity? Identity theft occurs when someone uses your personal information such as your name, Social Security number, credit card number or other identifying information, without your permission to commit fraud or other crimes.


In most cases the protection of one's identity is dependent on that persons control of personal information. Below are some things you can do today to reduce the risk of identity theft:


If you think your identity has been stolen, here's what to do now:

Contact the fraud departments of any one of the three major credit bureaus to place a fraud alert on your credit file. The fraud alert requests creditors to contact you before opening any new accounts or making any changes to your existing accounts. As soon as the credit bureau confirms your fraud alert, the other two credit bureaus will be automatically notified to place fraud alerts.  Once the alert is placed, you may order a free copy of your credit report from all three major credit bureaus.�

Close the accounts that you know or believe have been tampered with or opened fraudulently.�

File a police report. Get a copy of the report to submit to your creditors and others that may require proof of the crime.�

File your complaint with the FTC. The FTC maintains a database of identity theft cases used by law enforcement agencies for investigations.�

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What should you know about the medicines in the SNS?


The medicine in the SNS is FREE for everyone. 


The SNS has stockpiled enough medicine to protect people in several large cities at the same time. 


Federal, state and local community planners are working together to ensure that the SNS medicines will be delivered to the affected area to protect you and your family if there is a terrorist attack. 


How will you get your medicine if the SNS is delivered to your area?  


Local communities are prepared to receive SNS medicine and medical supplies from the state to provide to everyone in the community who needs them. Moody Coliseum is one of these locations.


Find out about how to get medicine to protect you and your family by watching TV, listening to the radio, reading the newspaper, checking the community Web site on the Internet or learning from trusted community leaders.
