· We are here to share information about the collegiate leadership program. This program provides a solution to inform students about current events. The program was started at Penn State because students were not aware of current events outside of campus. Ever since, this program has expanded to over 500 universities across the US. UNT, TCU, and others from Texas have adopted this program. You get to choose several publications, a local newspaper, a regional newspaper and USA Today. The displays would be placed across campus where there is high traffic. This is also a way to promote your organization and it would say brought to you by student senate. The success of this program is that students don’t need to go out of their way or pay for the paper. We only charge you for the amount of papers that are picked up. Everywhere students go on campus, they are reminded that this is a program brought to them by your organization. We will be providing papers tomorrow with the election results. Newspapers allow students to seek knowledge outside of the classroom in order to stay up to date with current events. We work with SGA across the country. This program has a lot to do with civic engagement and campus engagement. Student newspapers remain to be the main source for campus news. We believe of maintaining relationships with campus newspapers. We offer shelf space for campus newspapers, we place ads in their paper, we host various programs and contests and finally we offer internships. The program takes care of everything for you. We make sure they are delivered, picked up, marketed and displayed. We host RA training, leadership training and SGA training. Your only investment is the cost of the paper, $0.40 per copy. 

· Questions: Bullock: are you coming looking for funding? No we are interested to see if this is something you would like to adopt. Linn: Do you know the average of our annual cost? We average $8 per student annually, but it depends on the population. Ordner: After the 4 week trial, if we deem students are not interested, are we committed to more papers? We try to determine a criteria for success for the pilot before hand so that when it is done they are sure about the program. Bennett: Have you ever looked into how this affects the readership of the campus newspaper? We survey students and their satisfaction with the program but one of the questions is about the campus newspaper.
