· Budget complaint for AKPsi- upheld

· The complaint was filed because they received $0 for their annual budget. They needed money for capital items including an exec conference in Orlando. 

· They need money for ritual items, recruitment and also for their conference in Orlando. In the past year they have doubled in size and grow in the community. 

· Questions: Holland: I support that AKPsi receive funding for their annual budget. Jose: Does anybody know when the current officer took over? Holland: in the fall. Jose: why is there financial mismanagement? I feel they did not know that they had money in their checking. Gonzalez: Did they give a set amount for the conference? Yes $635. Linn: How much money did they ask in total? $1635. Holland: I think it is good for business fraternities on campus and I would like to keep them on campus. They have $1300 in checking. Lane: I think we should table this if they don’t know that they have a checking account with money.

· S 09 04 14 A RESOLUTION ADDRESSING STUDENTS’ CONCERNS ON CAMPUS PARKING. Tabled. 
· The law parking lot is already full and the law senators submitted a complaint. They would like them to maintain a law garage and legislation. 
· Johnson: RLSH is still housed in Boaz, so have you talked to the faculty? Yes and they can park in the Binkley garage. People were complaining that the parking system was complicated and students wanted parking to be color coded but President Turner expressed concern that it would look like Disney World. 
· Debate: Aside from the amendment to the law school, I feel like this will be great for students and make the system a lot simpler. Jose: I like the spirit and I think we consult faculty before passing point one and two. Lane: I understand this is to simplify but I think that we need to look into parking for First year females and we should take the first two clauses off. Benage: if Mark Rhoades approves of this piece I think that it should be passed. Holland: I think this is a great piece and it really simplifies parking. 
· Jose: Motion to amend clause 1 & 2. Fails. 
· Jose: the rest of the piece is great but these two should be consulted with the Faculty senate. 
· Stenger: I think that females should have privileges to park before males near dorms.  
· Ehmke: It is impossible to maintain the three parking system if the female preference is kept. If you look on the map if would give residents preference and reduce their walk time to their dorms. 

· Ordner: faculty has parking really close to education buildings 

· Perkins: I feel safe on campus and most times I still have to park in the parking garages because there are just no spots. 

· Johnson: passing legislation that has a third party involved without their input, it will slow the implementation. 

· Kobler: I would suggest to table and we can present this to Park and Pony with full support from the Senate. 

· Benage: smu is bright – very bright

· S 09 04 16 A RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING THE INSTALLATION OF STANDING MAPS AND DIRECTORIES ON THE SMU CAMPUS
· Senator Perkins: This piece is to encourage the University to have standing maps and directories. This would help first years and visitors. There are maps inside Binkley and Moody garages but no one knows about them. These need to be visible and standing. I think it is important for visitors, students and the Dallas community. 

· Hayden: Would you be satisfied it these were not colored? Yes but as long as they are standing and set apart from buildings. 

· Lane: How many of these would you like? At least four.

Senatorial Forum
· Social Registration Policy

· Kobler: Separating individual conduct vs. group conduct and the social registration policy. No one likes the social registration policy and people believe that personal conduct should go through the Dean but Organizational Conduct it should be dealt by the department. 

· The Social Registration will be a working document and there is a Town Hall Forum coming up. 

· Johnson: How would the judicial hearing be used if it was shifted to specific departments? It would go through the offices, then to JJ and then to Dr. White. TCU and Vanderbilt and benchmark schools and they have the same process. 

· Jose: what are the top complaints with the process? You have to register an event at least 10 days before. You can only register them on Tuesday or Thursday at 4:30. There are also very vague stipulations including having multiple officers of an organization meeting off campus. 

· If an individual gets in trouble the Dean takes care of it. If it is through an organization it would go through Dawn Norris or Shannon Summerlin. If they appeal it would go to JJ and if you appeal once again it would go to Dr. White. IFC I trying to create a Greek board to hold students and organizations accountable. 

· Shannon Summerlin’s Greek Leadership class is working on creating a governing board made up of students with a Greek responsibility statement. 

· Kobler: The board should be just students and it would help students punish students. 

· Jose: Self-government by the Greek board is a good idea and I believe that the Greek relationship needs to include that the University should have oversight and veto power but they must also take responsibility for whatever is granted. 

· Lane: Legal affairs might not be able to do this because it would hold the university liable. 

· Kobler: Dr. Webb and Dr. White do support this.
