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A RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING THE CONSTRUCTION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF THE UPGRADED IRRIGATION SYSTEM ON THE MAIN QUAD

WHEREAS                 
the current irrigation system has been in place for over thirty years, and

NOTING             
that this system was in existence before the crosswalks were implemented in front of Dallas Hall, and

 

FURTHER NOTING             its inefficient water distribution, using over 6,045,769 gallons of water on the main quad and the area surrounding Dallas Hall in a one twelve-month period, and

HAVING EXAMINED 
this irrigation system was put in place before the cross walks and has not been upgraded with the rest of the campus’s updated system, and
FURTHER NOTING
the sprinkler heads were installed in the direction that best watered the lawn before the crosswalks exists, and
RECOGNIZING 
that the old irrigation system on the main quad is not as effective in preserving water as the new model that is implemented on the rest of campus, and the direction of the sprinkler heads wastes water on the sidewalks, thus causing not only a fiscal issue but an environmental issue as well, and
ACKNOWLEDGING
it is no longer the most efficient way to water the lawn as it sprays across the cement and onto the students as they walk by, posing a health hazard to students walking back from the library at night, and
HAVING EXAMINED 
the inconvenience for students who have late nights at the library only to dodge sprinklers on the way back to their perspective resident’s halls and cars, and
ACKNOWLEDGING 
how much students spend of their tuition to maintain the grounds, and
RECOGNIZING 
that this is a matter of urgency and needs to be done within the next five year as a maximum time limit. Further noting that the Facilities Management Department is in complete support of the implementation of an upgraded system, and only waits for the Administration to appropriate a date for such a construction  

BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED 
that the implementation of a new irrigation system is a necessity. 
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
