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A RESOLUTION MANDATING THE OFFICE OF THE DEAN OF STUDENT LIFE TO CREATE AN INTERNAL AFFAIRS BOARD
WHEREAS                             the Southern Methodist University Officials, including the SMU Police, have to follow Federal and Texas State laws, and
NOTING  
that SMU Officials refer students to the office of the dean of student life, and
 

FURTHER NOTING             that in this process there is no fair trial on the acts of the SMU Official, like in any judicial system, and
RECOGNIZING
that there is nothing in the University Conduct Review Process that checks the process used by the SMU Official to obtain the alleged violations, 

BE IT THEREFORE


RESOLVED
that if a student is referred to the University Conduct Review Process by an SMU Official, including the SMU Police, that during the conduct process when the hearing occurs, and the alleged violations are provided, the University Official holding the hearing must ask the respondent if he or she feels that the SMU Official used fair procedure to obtain the alleged violations, and if the respondent feels as though he or she was treated unfairly, that then the conduct review process would need to first seek to distinguish if in fact the respondent’s rights were violated by the SMU Official, 
BE IT 

FURTHER RESOLVED
that SMU creates an Internal Affairs board composed of three students and two faculty members; where the respondent has an opportunity to present his or her complaints and witnesses and the SMU Official will have the same rights to speak on his own behalf and any witnesses the officer has, and if the board decides that the police officer has broken a law or any rights of the respondent that would prompt any judicial court to dismiss the alleged violations; then the board then has the right to dismiss any of the respondents alleged violations, and
ACKNOWLEDGING
that the SMU Official must have made an offense to an established law,

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that the Internal Affairs Board must recognize a law that the SMU Official have violated, and
ACKNOWLEDGING
that this board is an urgent and necessary part of the conduct review process,

BE IT FURTHER 

RESOLVED
this board be created, active, and part of the conduct review process by the start of the Spring 2010 semester.
