V. Speaker’s Podium

· Dr. Fred Olness (Faculty Senate):  I am president of faculty senate.  I want to tell you about some things that we are doing this year.  We want to enhance the acedmeic representation and quality of the university. We are right at the tipping point that will push us toward that.  We have a SACS review, a GEC review, and a capital campaign.  A lot of things are going on.  Over the last decade, SAT scores have gone up about 100 pts.  This means you want more educationally.  We want to open things up so that we can provide those resources.  We want to keep up where you are.  It is good timing for us to have that.  One of the goals is participation.  We want student and alumni participation.  It involves all of us.  It is a group effort to contribute back toward smu.  We are working on three initiatives:  we want to spread the word of what is going on here, make strategic investments (three students discovered a new star), and to articulate the vision.  It is important to be able to describe the campaign.  It is about all those opportunities that we would to provide for you.  It is a major opportunity.  There are possibilities for appointments to the Bush institute, as well as leaders coming to visit campus.  If there are things on our plate that we can work together with.  
· Ms. Kate Almanza (USA Today):  The student body officers were so kind to invite me to speak today.  The readership program promote awareness and responisibility.  We provide USA today and two other papers of your choice.  We  provide open air displays in resident halls.  Along with the program we have recycling bins. There are currently 400-500 schools that are using the program.  There are a lot of links between readership and civic engagement.  Reading these papers will help you get more involved.  A benefit will help broaden the global perspective on campus, as well as promote responsible citizenship.  I have been on numerous campuses, and the most successful programs come from campuses who’s student senate endorses the program.  It really helps you leave your legacy.  We provide everything.  Delivery, displays, marketing.  You are only committed to purchases of the news papers. 
· Kyle Bennett:  I am the president of Phi Delta Theta.  I was asked to speak about the legislation that Neman is putting forth today.   I would like to give three brief stories.  There is a loss of a sense of community and privacy in our houses.  A few weeks ago a senior girl is in the phi delt house at 2AM.  She has not been drinking.  A police officer asks her for her ID.  The cops write her up for public intoxication.  Now it was obviously dismissed by SMU, but now she has to undergo lawyer fees and court dates.  This says, don’t come to the frat houses because you will get written up.
· At 1AM a father was driving three brothers back to the house.  The police asks him to see his ID.  The officer was rude and the father made a complaint.
· The house does not have an open door policy now.  Kids walking into our houses is seen as criminal activity.  All I am asking is you support Neman so that we can get a little privacy.  We sleep, eat and live there.  They are walking in.  Hearing voices in the room is not criminal activity
· Bullock:  Does Phi Delt own the fraternity house?
· No SMU owns it 
· Rick Schaffer:  I appreciate that Neman took the time to discuss the bill.  I of course disagree with it.  We have every right to be in those common areas.  If police have probable cause to come in the room, they are allowed to do so.  If we are violating rights then I need to know about it.  We don’t know how much crime we have deterred by just walking down the hall.
· Spano:  We heard a police officers coming to play pool with fraternity guys, is that preventing crime?

· F-09-10-11 A RESOLUTION RESTRUCTURING STUDENT SENATE INTERNAL ORGANIZATION AND ELECTION PROCEEDURES
· Kearney: The main change that will be coming if this passes, is that you will be chosen by school strictly, we do not want people to feel excluded Goldschmidt: We’re hoping this legislation fixes the problem we’re having with overrepresentation

· Kobler:  Is it not true that a person locked the door and got written up for it?
· Yes one person was written up for not unlocking a door for a police officer
Debate

· Linn:  Police should not be here to get everyone in trouble.  There is a big problem with the attitude of police.  They are not productive

· Esau:  It is also important for students to know the law.  Keep that in mind.  Police can ask you for ID.  A good way to get this piece is to know the law.

· I agree with you, but they can write you up for anything. 

· When you get a write up you are innocent until proven guilty.

· Bullock:  I think that everyone agrees on the problems we mentioned today.  I don’t think this is the correct piece for what we have heard today.  This talking about privacy and hours. I would ask that we table this and tweak it.  

· Neman:  We cannot stop them from coming in during the day.  You said the administration does not support the bill.  The reason it is called privacy hours, is because it gives us time where cops cannot come into our house at night

· Essaw:  I agree with previous speaker

· What is a student supposed to do if a cop barges into a room and finds something there. I do not think that informing students about their rights is going to stop the police

· Kearney:  I think a lot of the rights that people have mentioned have been recognized, but police are not noticing these rights.

· Kobler:  I lease an apartment.  If the owner of my apartment came in while I was sleeping.  I would move out.  But people living in the houses cannot move out because they would still have to pay.  This is going to anger some people, but we took an oath to serve our student body.  We need to send a message 

· Engel:  I was the person they called for that girl that kyle mentioned earlier.  It is really tough to be in that situation

·  Arher:  Police have been following cars coming into campus and then pulling them over when they are parking.  If I am right, that is against the law.  We need to address this issue specifically

· Neman:  What they expect out of us, I do want to start promoting fraternity responsibility.  

· Ehmke:  Motion to call to question

· Linn:  This bill may not be perfect, but it will definitely make a point.  With them taking advantage of us is unacceptable.  I have faith in Kobler

· Cain:  It is scary for females to be at houses at night without any kind of police there.  I know of three sexual harassment cases, and it frightens me.  If police are there, I feel it may deter this kind of thing.  If you or anyone else would mandate that all fraternity members learn about sexual assult.  

· Neman:  I agree that each fraternity needs to take responsibility for what happens in the house.

· Sherrill:  This is a tough position to be an officer, because you are hated but also saving lives.  I lived in Boaz, and officers did checks but not nearly as frequently.  

· Neman:  I did not know how to tell the police force how to be nice, but if anyone has any ideas on that let me know.

· Huseman:  Your complaint is that police lack probable cause, but they  do not when they come in?  So if you have these hours and you lock the door, what is to say they follow that?

· This would balance the fraternity and the police force.  I wouldn’t want the police to be able to get in the fraternity house at any time.

· Mace:  I feel like everyone’s issue with the police is clear.  I want to propose a friendly amendment:  add “unless invited”

· Neman:  I did not want the police to say that someone invited them in, but they did not know who.  There is plenty of time during they day to invite officials over.  

· Mace:  Friendly amendment: “, or receive a formal invitation from the members of the house.” In the be in resolved clause.

· Esau:  We need to keep in mind that we are a private institution…

· Blue:  This is an internal problem.  Do we have names of any officials who have been acting this way?  Individuals can be proactive and file complaints.  

· Neman:  the house should be a safe place.  If you are in a parking lot there is only so much that can be  done.  When I talked to chief Shaffer I put names out, but I have seen no change.  

· Jones:  We hear the same thing year after year.  There is a process where names are given to Chief Schaffer.  He is getting a lot of hearsay kind of things.  There is some kind of issue there.   I would like to know who these people are so I can take some action.  

· Titus:  a lot of people are making the argument that we don’ need these hours.  These cops have become werewolves at night.  They are going after us.
