V. Speaker’s Podium

· Rachel Simpson:  Teach For America is a nonprofit dedicated to recruiting top college graduates to teach in low income areas of America.  It takes care of all education requirements.  You do not need to be an education major to be eligible.  There is a $9,500 Americorps grant that you can apply to loans or graduate school.  Please sign in. 
· Brooks Oliver: I am here represented Student Art Association.  This year we are much larger.  We go to gallery opening, hold lectures, and communicate with local artist communities.  This year we want to bring a visiting artist.  The first day she will give a free lecture, but she is her as an individual that we can network with.  The second day, the visitor will evaluate 15 individual’s work.  We request a $1200 honorarium but senate will only give us $100, so I would like to make an amendment from honorarium to speaker fee.  Kate Gilmore is the visitor.  She is a video artist from New York.
· Kobler:  How much all together? $1700
· When is the latest you need the money by? Next week would be great
· Prentice:  Is your second choice different in price and quality? NO
· Jack Harper:  We asked last night for money for intermurals.  The reason we are asking is because we experienced a huge increase in numbers this year.  Student officials is a huge part of this program, nad then training they receive cannot be replaced on this campus.  We had over 2,000 unique participants this year.  We ask that you fund the $10,000 in full.  These refs do not want to work for free.  At the same time we have more officials which means higher training costs.  We Have already had 96 officials.  This money goes directly back to all students

· Sizemore:  is it possible to limit the amount of officials? And can you make training a requirement without paying it?

· The paid training is an incentive to get people to come out. Without the paid training he may not have even come out.  The more people I have to choose from, the better refs I can have.

· Sizemore:  but wouldn’t it still be an incentive?

· The training is 8 hours and they just would not show up otherwise.

· Kobler:  Is there any way that this can come out of the student affairs fee that students already pay?

· To my knowledge, this funding has always come from Senate.  There is a lot of funding that comes from student fees and rec. sports.  This money goes directly to the officials.  Work-study is a part of it, but we have other students too.  

· Kobler:  is there any way to increase the fees for intermurals to pay for this?

· At a lot of schools it is free.  There are a lot of people that do not want to spend the extra money on this.  If we increased this, I think we would lose a lot of team.

· Derisavifard:  Why do you need so many more?

· Some of them only want to coach one season.  Mr. Poynter is a great example.  He worked one season and then found something else on campus to do

· Derisavifard:  Can you reduce training
· Esau:  As an employee from the intermural department, I can tell you that working there has been one of the best experiences on campus.  It will not only hurt officials, but also the students wanted to participate.  1/3 of students compete in intermurals. 
· Ervin:  Is this an incease from what we usually give a year?

· Harper:  Our payroll alone increased by $7,000.  

· Ervin:  What needs to happen next year so that this does not happen again?

· Harper:  We do the best we can, but with all the unanticipated expansions, there is not a whole lot more we can do.
