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A RESOLUTION TO REQUEST THAT STUDENTS HAVE THE ABILITY TO USE LAPTOPS IN ALL CLASS
WHEREAS
it is currently permitted that each professor decide on the use of laptops in their classroom based on his or her preferences, and

AWARE
that through this policy, many professors choose to forbid the use of laptops in the classroom, and

RECOGNIZING
that their reasoning for doing so is that often students choose to use their laptops for irrelevant activities, thereby distracting themselves from the course material, but

CONCLUDING
that it is the responsibility of the student to pay attention and to learn, and

OBSERVING
that the policy of prohibiting laptops, while eliminating a potential distraction, greatly inconveniences students who wish to use their laptops for constructive purposes such as note taking, so

BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED
that students should be able to use laptops in SMU classrooms unless there are complaints that one student’s use has a negative external effect on other students, in which case that student’s use should be limited.
