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A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE SENATE SCHOLARS
WHEREAS
the university is currently reviewing the costs of tuition and student fees and is preparing to present the costs for the next academic year
NOTING 
that the students are highly invested in this process and that we as students benefit greatly from the resources of the university that are available through such fees
OBSERVING
the importance of strengthening the bonds between the University and its surrounding communities and the direct positive impact that will have on the members of the SMU community
AWARE
that a comparable distinguished institution The University of Southern California, has established a student aid fund named the Norman Topping Student Aid fund for students primarily in the areas surrounding their campus who demonstrate high academic excellence and community awareness with high financial need, and which draws its funding from student fees

BE IT THEREFORE 
that eleven dollars be taken from the increase in the student 
RESOLVED
 fees for the next academic year and be used to create a permanent Senate Scholar program available to students from the Dallas Fort Worth Metroplex and
BE IT FURTHER 
that the students selected for this program be chosen
RESOLVED
by a group comprised of representatives from the Student Senate, the Office of Undergraduate Admissions and Financial Aid
FURTHER RESOLVED
that the students eligible to apply for these funds must properly fulfill the following requirements:

A. Have demonstrated a prior commitment to service and are willing to perform community service throughout their enrollment at SMU.
B. Have held a leadership role in a club or organization prior to attending SMU with a particular preference for experience in student government.

C. The students must have attained a 3.0 gpa on a 4.0 scale or its equivalent and maintain that gpa in order to maintain this scholarship  .
