· It’s hard to fill out during final 

· Senator Ray – Students want to see their grade first before they fill out surveys. Some teachers may not grade fairly.

· The biggest fear administration has is that your grade would color how you feel about the course.

· Personally thinks grades should be available, but withhold the grades as a motivation to fill the surveys out

· Recommends students would fill out surveys if some of the questions were published

· Chair Carr – What students want to see is simply those two questions, would you take this professor again? Did you enjoy the class
· Senator Ehmke – There are no concrete results that we get to see from surveys. An SMU sponsored rate my prof would be very useful. 

· Arguing the opposite side – because students are asked to do this until the end of the semester, and because their grades depend on it they go through questions quickly and spend time filling out the open ended questions

· President Torres – How easy would it be to have yes or no questions at end of course evaluations and have it posted for students?

· I don’t know. 

· Each school has a different set of questions

· Logistics would be the hard part

· The actual data is owned and controlled by each academic unit

· There is no structure for taking all data for university as a whole

· Would like to see university moved to consistent question set

· Right now Deans are the decision makers

· Senator Mansfield – Would a survey be useful?
