· Benefits our students that are at SMU

· Shows that SMU is welcoming to all students

· Two weeks ago we saw A&M pass piece against DREAM Act

· Wrote legislation saying students supported charging out of state tuition to undocumented students

· Reasoning was that it was not fair for undocumented students to get in state tuition

· Does not guarantee citizenship, but provides an opportunity to be able to achieve citizenship
· Today we sat in Hughes-Trigg collecting post cards from constituents
