· F-10-10-07: A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE SENATE SCHOLARS
· President Torres
· Program at USC – imposed a fee at USC, no multimillion dollar endowment
· Want to bring something like this is to SMU
· Wanted to expand Mustang Scholars Program, Provost Ludden not receptive
· VP Casey organization and assessing cost of SMU for next year, increase of about 6% next year
· Want $11 of increase to be able to go to endowment for scholarship for students in DISD
· Shouldn’t we poll students?

· No matter what happens there will be a 6% increase

· This is us saying we want part of this to go to this scholarship

· Doesn’t USC Alumni also donate?

· Yes, we could look into doing that in the future

· What it’s going to cover, housing issues, seem like integral parts. Will what, why, how, be added into the legislation?

· No, because administration is not willing to move forward without student’s approval 

· Difficult to move forward, until they know we are willing to have $11 increase

· Can we make requirement that they have prior student government experience?

· Some schools don’t have student government

· Maybe make it automatic general members?

· President Torres does not really like idea

· Would scholarship committee handle that?

· Much bigger scope

· Would double load

· This is not a one time award

· Would it cover room and board?

· Trying to get partnership with RLSH

· Asking for support for that?

· Stipulation to incorporate recipients into senate?

· What percent of the increase would the $11 be?

· $11 of the $120 meeting

· Friendly Amendment: Financial Aid presents with 10 candidates, and then Senate decides who scholarship goes to, voting members of committee just senate

· Fund them for full four years?

· Yes, as long as in good standing

· Would this include transfers?

· Targeting First Year students specifically for the Dallas area

· How does this differ from Distinguished Scholars

· That is just based off of 3.0 GPA

· Would have a bigger impact on students in DISD

· $158,000 per academic year for scholarships
