· Against
1. Need to look at why they aren’t being given money
2. Raised money on own, should not be penalized
3. Students were not notified that they have 24 hours to file complaint
4. Senate sponsors are supposed to contact organizations
5. Should be job of committee to contact students
· Against
1. Would not have requested money if they didn’t feel they needed it
2. Showdown is a major event 
· Against
1. Consider transition period
2. Need to communicate to all organizations so they know
3. Were not aware of restriction, need to fix that immediately
4. Ethical implications about soliciting for money and not spending it on what you solicited for
