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A RESOLUTION URGING THE CESSATION OF GRADUATION AND DIPLOMA FEES
WHEREAS
students who file for graduation currently must pay a graduation fee of forty-five dollars ($45.00), a late fee of seventy dollars ($70.00), and a fee of forty-five dollars ($45.00) in order to add a major to his or her diploma, and
ACKNOWLEDGING
the previous charge provided by Senate Resolution S-07-03-13 into inquiring for an explanation on why students who file for graduation are charged such a fee, and
BEARING IN MIND
that an explanation still has not been articulated by the Bursar’s Office as to what this administrative cost is purposed for, and
RECOGNIZING
the current cost of tuition has gone up at least 5.90% for the past five years, which brings the four-year cost of attendance to an average of $139,960, not including student fees, room and board, books, and other expenses, and
CONFIDENT
that the elimination of such fee should not affect the university’s ability to process and prepare diplomas for graduation candidates to be presented on the day of Commencement,
BE IT THEREFORE
that the Students’ Association insists the administration of 
RESOLVED
Southern Methodist University to cease charging students Graduation and Diploma fees with respect to the “Application to Graduate” and the “Major added to Diploma” fee, and
BE IT FURTHER
that further fees are not imposed upon the student body   
RESOLVED
with respect to candidates filing for graduation.
