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A RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE STUDENT SENATE BY-LAWS

WHEREAS
the Research & Recommendations Committee recently revamped a dated committee structure, implementing a number of changes to the Student           Senate 
By-Laws, and
REALIZING
that it is often impossible to completely renovate a set of documents with little or no post-implementation “clean-up” work to clarify and/or modify changes made, and
AWARE
that the aforementioned recent changes in the By-Laws  have left significant room for new initiatives that serve to further the original objectives of the R&R Committee, be it therefore

RESOLVED
that the Article V, Section 1 of the Student Senate By-Laws be amended to read:




Section 1: Purpose

… “The recommendations of Internal Standing Committees regarding legislation shall be given to the Student Senate when the legislation is clearly pertinent to that committee and is to be considered as Old Business, and shall be considered non-binding and may be debated with or without a member’s filing of a complaint.   Recommendations related to a committee’s explicit individual functions, such as the Organization Committee’s 
recommendation(s) regarding an organization in the chartering process, the Finance Committee’s recommendation(s) regarding funding, and/or the Membership Committee’s recommendation(s) regarding the filling of vacant seats, may be debated on the floor only after a voting member files a complaint against such a recommendation. External Standing Committees may provide non-binding recommendations or services to the Student Senate, and shall not have a defined number of members”, and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED

that Article V, Section 4, Subsection 3a be amended to read:

“The Membership Committee shall recommend appointments to fill vacant Senator seats to the Senate as a whole the Student Body President.”, and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED

 that Article V, Section 4, Subsection 1a be amended to read:

“…It shall also determine whether legislation submitted after the deadline set by the Speaker shall be heard as New Business at the next Senate meeting (Student Senate Policies, Article IX, Section 3).”, and 

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED

that Article V, Section 14, Subsection 6 be added to read:

“…6.  In the case of any committee chair vacancies during the term of the sitting Senate, interviews of candidates for the vacant position will be conducted by the Membership Committee.  The committee’s 

recommendation will be presented as New Business at the first possible Senate meeting.  It will be seen as Old Business the following week when it will be voted on by the Senate as a whole.





a.  This vote will pass with a simple majority.”
