that the Southern Methodist University Student Senate insists the university devote all non-restricted funds raised from the campaign to initiatives aimed solely at improving the academic credibility and rigor of Southern Methodist University, and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that the Southern Methodist University Student Senate insists the university present any and all current allocation plans for aforementioned monies to the Southern Methodist University Student Senate, and 

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that the Southern Methodist University Student Senate insists at least one year before the “Centennial Campaign” kick-off, selected representatives from the Southern Methodist University Student Senate have voices on any committee, task force, group, or organization deemed responsible for drawing up allocation plans in order to enforce this resolution.
