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A RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE STUDENT SENATE BY-LAWS
WHEREAS
the Research and Recommendations committee of the 93rd Student Senate was tasked with the following:




1.)
Rewriting the Student Senate By-Laws




2.)
Rewriting the Student Senate Policies and Procedures




3.)
Instituting the Rules of Order of Student Senate

4.)
Making recommendations to the rewriting of Standing Committee By-Laws, and

REALIZING
that the members of the committee mentioned above met for an estimated 150+ hours in meetings alone, and

BEARING IN

MIND
that this time does not include the unknown amount of hours of research that each member of the committee (including the chair and vice-chair) spent outside of the R&R committee meetings, and

NOTING
that the first piece of legislation written by the R&R committee involved over 70 hours worth of research done by the entire committee, yet

GRIEVED 
by the fact that the outcome of the hard work and accomplishments of this committee has been criticized by certain students on this campus (and even former politicians), but

CONFIDENT
that the R&R committee has enhanced the democratic experience of the Student Senate for its members and those that it serves, and

NOTING WITH

GRAVE CONCERN
that a recalling of the R&R committee to cover the exact same purpose following the year that it was summoned is not only redundant; but could potentially undue the accomplishments that it had made the previous year,

BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED
that Article VII, Section 2, Subsection 1, Subsubsection c be amended to read:

“Research and Recommendations – Review the operations of the Student Senate, recommending changes to the Senate’s structure and documents as needed.  Upon completion of the goal(s) of the Research and Recommendations committee, there will be a time-span of no less than one academic year before the committee may be summoned for exactly the same intended purpose as when it was summoned previously”, and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that this amendment to the Student Senate By-Laws go into effect immediately upon the approval of the Senate.
