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A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A JOINT FACULTY SENATE – STUDENT SENATE ACTING COMMITTEE

WHEREAS
joint efforts on campus issues on the part of the Faculty Senate and Student Senate would foster a culture of communication and cooperation essential to addressing all facets of an issue, and

NOTING
that no such regular communication between the two has existed before, and

APPRECIATING
the Faculty Senate’s eagerness to form such a body, and

MINDFUL
of the opportunity presented by the Centennial Campaign to undertake new initiatives aimed at improving the overall atmosphere, academic and otherwise, of Southern Methodist University, and

COGNIZANT
that the most effective structure for such cooperation would be an acting committee that meets at least once a semester,

BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED
that a new acting committee titled “Faculty Senate – Student Senate Joint Committee” be created and tasked with jointly exploring new issues pertinent to the university, cooperating on existing issues being worked on by the respective bodies, and making joint proclamations and recommendations to be subsequently separately approved by the two bodies and presented to the administration, and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that Article VI of the Student Senate By-Laws be amended to read:


“Section 3.
Faculty Senate – Student Senate Joint Committee


The committee is tasked with jointly exploring new issues pertinent to the university, cooperating on existing issues being worked on by the respective bodies, and making joint proclamations and recommendations to be subsequently separately approved by the two bodies and presented to the administration.  The Student Senate membership of the committee will consist of the Student Body President and four Senators to be elected at the beginning of each Student Senate term,” and

BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED
that this will take effect immediately with elections to the committee to be held during the first Student Senate meeting of the Spring 2008 semester.
