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A RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING SOUTHERN METHOIDST UNIVSERITY TO ADOPT A MEDICAL AMNESTY POLICY 

ACKNOWLEDING
at Southern Methodist University the physical, emotional, social, and intellectual well-being of all members should be of primary importance to our community, and

EMPHASIZING
that that the health, well-being and safety of students are of primary importance to Southern Methodist University and that students should always be encouraged to guard their own health and safety and that of their fellow colleagues and peers without fear of repercussion, and

NOTING 
Southern Methodist University does not currently have a policy regarding Medical Amnesty and is currently researching effective ways of promoting safety and awareness for drug and alcohol abuse, and that Southern Methodist University is the only university within the university’s benchmark schools that does not have a Medical Amnesty policy, and 
AWARE
research has shown a Medical Amnesty policy may act as a catalyst to promote students taking the initiative to protect their own health and safety by seeking any and all medical assistance they may need, 

EXPRESSING
that a student receiving necessary medical attention as a result of a drug or alcohol related incident, will not result in disciplinary action for the student, if the student meets with a counselor from the Memorial Health Center for an educational assessment and possible referral for treatment, completes an educational assignment, and is aware that failure to comply with the standards set out by the university may subject the student to formal disciplinary action or actions decided by the Dean of Student Life, and that the parents or guardians of students under the legal drinking age will be notified of the incident,

BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED
that the 94th Student Senate of Southern Methodist University, which represents the University’s student body, recognizes and expresses its support for the implementation of a Medical Amnesty Policy to promote the safety of the Southern Methodist University community, and

FURTHER

RESOLVED
that the University will implement this new policy as a part of the amendments which will result from the recommendations set forth by the President’s Task Force on Substance Abuse Prevention, which are scheduled to be announced at the close of the fall 2007 term.
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
