CONSIDERING that the parking situation at SMU is still vastly unsettled
amongst the SMU community, yet

NOTING WITH

APPROVAL how the university has moved to alleviate parking
problems on-campus with construction of Binkley
Parking Garage,

NOTING WITH about the amount of students complaining about

DEEP CONCERN the lack of parking space on campus as well as the vague
language of the university’s parking policy not only
towards students, but also the unfair procedures that have
been carried out by the Park n’ Pony Office in terms of
multiple ticketing for the same violation and the penalty
fees that are charged for late payment of violations,

ENCOURAGING Park ‘n Pony to more extensively train the parking
attendants and office workers and members in the Park and
Pony office on Park ‘n Pony’s policies,

URGING that Park and Pony attempt to improve their transparency to
students by communicating clearly to students that wish to
park on campus where they can park (at AARO or Corral),
educating students about current policies, notifying
students of changes to those policies, updating the Park ‘n
Pony website increasing notifications to students about
violations by e-mail or via post office box, and changing
policies that promote booting or towing student vehicles,
