ACKNOWLEDGING 
the lack of school spirit and on campus social options including activities at night and/or a place that we, SMU, have to call “our own,” and

WELCOMING


the recent report (on January 31st, 2008) of the 





President’s Task Force on Substance Abuse 






Prevention provides rationale stating that “There are 






two reasons for these recommendations. First is a 



lack of ‘social options’ on campus, particularly 

during weekends. Second, participants in the focus 

groups also emphasized that current policies regulating alcohol on campus have the perverse effect of encouraging ‘binge drinking’ and ‘chasing students off campus’ into venues and locales that are potentially unsafe. Our recommendations are 

designed, therefore, to connect students to University life and to provide an attractive, safe, and responsible alternative to off campus social activities. A secondary benefit of having a pub on campus would be to break down the division between social and academic life 

on campus by providing a place where students and faculty can mingle outside the classroom.”

REALIZING 



that as of February 29th, 2008, 7,691 students were 






21 or older and 3,214 were 20 or younger, and
NOTING



that all of the faculty and staff are 21 or older, and 

MINDFUL



that an on campus bar and grill’s purpose would not 



primarily be to serve alcohol but would also provide 





food, pool tables, televisions, and other social 






options for those that are not of legal drinking age 





or do not wish to drink alcohol, and

CONVINCED 


that this venue would keep students on campus and 




stimulate camaraderie between undergraduate, 





graduate students, and alumni, and

KEEPING IN MIND


that students who do choose to drink alcohol will be 






required to show an accurate form of identification, 





and

NOTING 



that the University takes a very strong stance on 






underage drinking, binge drinking, and disorderly conduct, and
STRESSING



that a pub would serve to create a non coercive 






social environment for those who choose not to 





drink; to promote moderation, safety, and individual 
accountability for those who choose to drink, and
WHEREAS 
people who choose to consume alcoholic beverages on campus may feel safer and more secure while walking to and from the Pub on campus rather than driving or walking to and from local enterprises off the campus, and

SUGGESTING


that several options for an on campus pub include: 



The Varsity in Hughes-Trigg, the former Beta Theta 
Pi Fraternity house, or any additional space that the University could provide- currently constructed or 

not, and

COGNIZANT



that other institutions such as Vanderbilt, Stanford, 





Duke, Rice, University of Wisconsin-Madison, 






         Washington and Lee, Harvard, University of Southern 

California, and University of Washington all have successful on campus pubs that have similar qualities that SMU would find desirable in an on campus bar and grill, and
DECLARING 
that the Students of SMU are committed to the improvement in the campus community and in providing a safe and regulated environment for social opportunities especially during a time when the University is evolving, and be it therefore
RESOLVED
that we want something to call our own that we can build memories and bonds in, and somewhere we can go after long hours in the library at night, and something that we will come back to years after we graduate from SMU.
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
