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A RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING THE ADMINISTRATION TO RECONSIDER THE TASK FORCE SUGGESTION REQUIRING MORE FRIDAY CLASSES

ACKNOWLEDGING 
that the recent report (on January 31st, 2008) of the President’s Task Force on Substance Abuse Prevention provides rationale stating that, “every college and school hold a significant number of classes on Friday mornings. Specifically, the task force recommends that as many sections as possible of ACCT 2311 and 2312 be offered on a Wednesday Friday (WF) schedule.”

AWARE
that the Task Force recommends implementing a five day schedule because it encourages academic rigor throughout the entire week. However,

EXPECTING
that many students who do not schedule classes on Friday do so to have the opportunity to work a full day either on school projects, with an internship, or a paid job for career or financial purposes, and

STRESSING
that just because students do not have a Friday class scheduled does not mean that they are not getting school work done because when students have a MW class they are given more work over the weekend because they have more time to complete the assignment, and

CONSIDERING
that all full time students are required to take at least twelve hours a week and that many students take fifteen or more hours per week students are still responsible for the same amount of work each week regardless of when the classes are scheduled, and 

BEARING IN MIND
that each individual student should be responsible for their own schedule because each student has different learning techniques, strategies, and preferences they should schedule their classes to cater to their needs, and

OBSERVING
that while some departments including the Cox School of Business and the Meadows School of the Arts, have opportunities for schedules without Friday classes and do so for the reasons previously mentioned but also offer a limited amount of classes on Friday for those students who wish to schedule classes on that day and therefore there should be an option for classes such as ACCT to be available on MW schedule and WF schedule as well, and
EXPECTING
that Friday morning classes will not prevent Thursday night activity but instead could increase absences or result in poor performance on Friday mornings going on the assumption that students do stay out late on Thursday nights, in addition the choice to go out on Thursday night is a decision they will make regardless of whether or not they have a Friday morning class, and be it therefore 

RESOLVED
that students are accountable for their own actions which includes whether or not they choose to schedule Friday classes. 
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
