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A RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING ADMINISTRATION TO URGE UNIVERSITY PARK FOR INSTALLATION OF A LIGHT-UP CROSS-WALK
WHEREAS

There are currently two light-up cross-walks located at SMU’s 




primary campus (one on Daniel and one on Airline), and

CONFIDENT
that such cross-walks decrease the likelihood of accidents occurring at the above mentioned areas on campus, yet

BARING

IN MIND

that an accident occurred at the painted cross-walks of Sorority 




Row in the past, and

NOTING

that the Sorority Row cross-walks do not light up, and

EMPHASIZING
that it is very difficult to safely cross the street at the Sorority Row 

intersection (especially when traffic is heavy, and/or during the hours of dawn and dusk), and 

CONSIDERING
that the Sorority Row cross-walks have multiple students crossing 




throughout the day, and 

OBSERVING

that cars do NOT yield for pedestrians on a consistent basis, and

NOTING 

FURTHER

that, according to the Primary Author’s observations, usually the 




only way to cross the street is to cautiously step out in front of cars 




in hopes that they (the cars) will yield to pedestrians, yet 

MINDFUL

that a “Pedestrian Crossing” sign (with flashing lights) does exist 




on both sides of the location in question, but 

GRIEVED

that the existing crossing signs are NOT very beneficial assuming 




that the lights of those signs do not indicate when someone is 




actually crossing because they flash regardless of whether or not 




a pedestrian is crossing the street, the Student Senate 

APPRECIATES
the use of light-up cross-walk technology (like the two cross-walks 




mentioned at the beginning of this legislation), and 

APPROVES

of University Park installing light-up cross-walk technology for the 




Sorority Row intersection, 

BE IT 

THEREFORE

RESOLVED

that the Administration take the necessary steps to urge University 




Park to install a light-up cross-walk/cross-walks at Sorority Row 




for the safety of students, and 

BE IT 

FURTHER 

RESOLVED
that the Administration begin to take such steps toward this endeavor upon receiving this piece of legislation.
