Course Requirements: Three years, 30 credit hours total. Two years of coursework, consisting of two 3-credit-hour courses
each June and January (12 credit hours per academic year) for a total of 24 credit hours. The third year consists of one
3-credit-hour directed study, and one 3-credit-hour course for the completion of the writing project. Total of 30 credit
hours over three years with a GPA of 3.0 or above.
