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Course Description: This course is an opportunity for students to apply historical skills in work and research settings. Most of our internships place students within Dallas-based museums, non-profits, agencies or companies where they will develop and apply the skills developed as a history major—research, writing, communication, and analysis. Each student works with a supervisor from the assigned organization and a professor assessing the academic component of the project. 

Prerequisites: A minimum overall GPA of 2.50.
