The Board of Trustees of Marvin Church meets the first Tuesday of each month to fulfill its assigned tasks.
Among those tasks is consideration of applications for scholarships from the following permanent
endowment funds of the church:

Littlejohn Memorial Fund - For students preparing to become missionaries for The United
Methodist Church

McCleskey Scholarship Fund - For outstanding United Methodist ministerial students from the
Texas Conference enrolled in a UM School of Theology, with priority being given to students from Marvin
UMC.

In addition to above standards established by the funds themselves, the Board of Trustees requires the
following criteria to be met by students applying for the above scholarships:

1. Completion of attached "Application for Scholarship.”

2. Letter of recommendation from a current teacher/professor.

3. Letter of recommendation from current/past pastor.

4. One page essay expressing call to ministry/mission field. ,

5. Submit all of these to the Marvin Board of Trustees at the above address by April 1* with the Board
awarding scholarship by July meeting.

Other important information:

1. Scholarships are awarded for a maximum of one pear at a time. Recipients must serve one year in the
ministry/mission field for each year they receive a scholarship. Recipients agree to repay funds if
they do not meet this requirpment

2. Scholarships may be renewed subject to board approval for up to three additional years, provided the
recipient:
A. Maintains a 3.0 GPA
B. Enrolls as a full-time student, according to the school's definition
C. Continues to pursue a major that is appropriate for ministry/mission
D. Completes and submits a new application

2. Scholarship recipients agree to appear and report to the Board of Trustees and/or Administrative
Board of Marvin Church, if requested, once during the year the scholarship is awarded.
