Southern Methodist University

Preamble

We, the students of Southern Methodist University,
recognizing the desirability for an atmosphere of trust
imong members of the academic community, in order that
the University might educate men and women of gooxd
character, establish the Honor Council of Southern
Methodist University. Al academic work within the
University community shali be subject 1o the guidelines of
the Honor Code, In order tn promote (he mtegrity and
secure the academic rights of each member of the Universi-
ty, the following Constitution of the Honar Council js
established,

Article I — Purpose and Scope

The Council is created (o encourage and preserve the
horor and integrity of the students enrolled in the Universi-
ty. It seeks to protect the innocent and punish the guilty so
a5 10 promote the general integrity of the University.

Section 1—The Honor Council - shall oversee the

academic  conduct of all undergraduate students of
Southern Methodist University, Any giving or receiving of
aid on academic work submitted for evitluation without the
Express consent of the instructor, shall constituie 4 breact
of the Honor Code, This applies to all work submitted for
evaluation unless specifically released from the Hopor
Code,
Section 2—Any student, full-or part-time, enrolled in
any undergraduate school of the University, shall be under
the jurisdiction of the Honor Council and subject o its
penalties,

Article IT — Construction

Section |—The Honor Council shall be composed of
twenty4wo (22) members in the following manner:
representatives from the Freshman class
Frve representatives from the Bophomore claks
Six représentatives from the Junins class
Eight representatives from the Senior class
Section 2—Honor Council members must be SMU
students enrolled in al jeast 12 howrs,
Section 3—The members shall be chosen as follows:
tn) The Screening Committee of the Student Senate
shall accept applications from all interessed students.
(b} The Screening Committee shail #Cepl o reject
each applicant based on the following criteria:
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1. The applicant must currently be enrolled in 17
hours with an overall G.P.A. not bess than 3.00,

2. The applicant must never have violated the
Honor Code or have besq convicted by & Leve 11 or higher
Judiciary board,

3. New applicants must have written referénces
from at least three faculty members. Applicants who are
already members of the Hanor Council must have at least
one written reference.

4. Any other criteria the screening Committee,
with the approval of the Honor Council, deems necessary.

(e} The Screening Committes shall further in-
vestigate those applicants meeting the above criteria by
contacting the chairman of the applicants’ major depar-
ments, andior the applicants’ advisor and current instruc:
lors.

_ ([d} The spproved applicants shall be presented to
the Student Senate for election.

(e} Each Senate member shall vote for as many ap-
plicants as there are positions available in the class under
consideration. If any one candidate receives mare than fifty
percent of the vote, a second vote shall be held among the
remaming candidates. Otherwise, a plurality will censtitute
election.

1} The Senate shall reserve the POWeET Lo reject any
applicant by majority vote even if approved by the Screen-
mg Commitiee,

{g) Should there be fewer applicants elected than the
number required for a given class, the Senate shall fill the
vacanies with current applicants from the other classes,

Section -4—Ench serdor, junior, and sophomaore
represéntative shall serve a verm of one year beginnng on
April | and ending March 31, Election of these represen-
tatives shall be held by March 29. The Freshman represen-
tatives shall be selected before the second week of
November and sorve until March 31,

Section 5—If a vacancy should oceor, the sCreening
Committee will call for applications from the class in which
the vacancy is created within one week of the notification
of vacancy. If no applications are received within one
week, the Screening Commities shall call for application
from the entire student body.

Section 6&—The Courneil shall have the powsr 1o im
peach, suspend or otherwise disciphine its own members as
set forth in the By-Laws.
